David called the meeting to order at 4:00PM.
2018 Appointments – Dukes County Retirement Board and Martha’s Vineyard Commission: 
John/Leon made a motion to reappointment Roger Wey as the Dukes County Commissioner’s representative on the Dukes County Retirement Board for a term of three years. So voted. All in favor. Motion carries. 

John/Gretchen made a motion to appoint Leon Brathwaite as the Dukes County Commissioner’s Representative on the Martha’s Vineyard Commission for a term of one year. So voted. David yes, Leon yes, John yes, Christine yes, Gretchen yes, Tristan no. Motion carries. 

Charter Study Commission – Discussion:

Tristan gave the DCC a brief history of the last charter study commission, including the recommendation to have a periodical review every eight years.  A discussion was held. The DCC agreed to have Martina explore establishing a Municipal Advisory Council with the Dukes County Advisory Board and give the DCC an update at their meeting in January.

Manager’s Report:

· VNA Building: Martina said she has prepared the request for bid proposal to lease for the 2nd floor at 29 Breakdown Lane, Tisbury. The ad will run two weeks and the deadline for bids is January 3, 2018. A discussion was held. The DCC agreed to a standard three-year lease. 
· Time Card Plus Software Implementation: Martina said the County is implementing new time card software and she anticipates some amendments to the County Personnel Bylaws.     
· Courthouse: Martina said she was approved for the variance for the courthouse lift. When she contacted the lift, they told her the County will need a certificate from an engineer stating the structure is strong enough to support the new lift.  She also said she will be attending the Edgartown Historic Commission meeting tomorrow to request the plans for the handicap ramp be changed to the posts being mahogany. 

· Homeless Update: Martina said to avoid losing the grant money from HUD, the County received approval to use the monies in Falmouth. They are searching for five units and Island residents will be on the waiting list. 
New Business:

Martina said Paulo is asking for a budget amendment for $15,180.00 (see file). The funds will be used to preserve, archive and scan 132 road layout plans from the 1800’s.
Leon /John made a motion to approve the Registry of Deeds FY2018 Budget Amendment for $15,180.00 to be transferred from the Registry of Deed’s portion of the deeds excise tax to preserve, achieve and scan 132 road layout plans from the 1800’s. So voted. All in favor. Motion carries.  
John/Christine made a motion to adjourn. So voted. All in favor. Motion carries.

The DCC meeting was adjourned at 4:26pm.
