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Community Preservation Committee Meeting

Thursday, January 10, 2013
The Community Preservation Committee (CPC) held a meeting in the Mural Room, Lower Level of the Town Hall on Thursday, January 10, 2013 beginning at 8:00 a.m.  Members present included Chairman John Bear, Pat Loring, Holly Morris, and Terry Vose.  Tony Kelso and Sarianna Seewald were absent. Also present was Joe Grady, Conservation Administrator.
CITIZEN INPUT 
No subject was brought forth.

CHAIR/VICE CHAIR REPORT
Discussion of conditions and a memorandum of understanding was moved to later in the agenda.  

LOCAL HOUSING PARTNERSHIP (LHP)

Chairman Diane Bartlett and Selectman Shawn Dahlen were present for the discussion. The purpose of the discussion was for the CPC to review a request from the LHP to revise its funding request for the Temple Street (Camp Wing) project.  Ms. Bartlett reported that LHP had intended to use inclusionary housing funds for the Grange project and not for the Temple Street project.  As a result the LHP asked to amend its initial funding request for additional money in the amount of $165,000 for the Temple Street project.  The CPC reviewed the shortfall costs as outlined in a letter dated 1/5/2013.  Mr. Bear asked why inclusionary funds were not applied to the Temple Street project.  Mr. Dahlen noted that if LHP uses inclusionary funds for Temple Street then at a later date LHP would probably be back to CPC for more housing funds.  Ms. Morris reported that at the last CPC meeting part of the discussion regarding the Grange was concern about density of the small lots.  Now that the proposal was to tear down the Grange it was recommended that the LHP consider whether it would be more feasible to design one structure as condominiums.  Ms. Morris made a motion that was seconded by Ms. Loring.

Motion: to accept the application revisions as presented by the LHP in a letter dated 1/5/2013.

Vote:  4 – in favor; 0 – opposed.  Motion passed.

It was noted that the LHP will need to revise its application request form.  Ms. Loring made a motion that was seconded by Ms. Morris.

Motion: to accept the revised application proposal for funding in the amount of $165,000 for the Temple Street project, with the assumption that $330,000 be transferred from the Affordable Housing Trust.


Vote: 4 – in favor; 0 – opposed.  Motion passed.

2013 ATM WARANT ACTICLES

Transfer of $330,000 from Affordable Housing Trust – The purpose of this warrant article is to transfer money approved at 2011 Annual Town Meeting from the Affordable Housing Trust in the amount of $330,000 to be used as part of funding shortfall of the Temple Street housing project.  Ms. Loring made a motion that was seconded by Ms. Morris.


Motion: the CPC supports the wording of Article 33 as drafted in the Annual Town Meeting Warrant revised 1/7/2013, and as amended to remove any wording referring to the Grange/Firestation project.


Vote:  4 – in favor; 0 opposed.  Motion passed.

10-10-10 Article - Ms. Morris made a motion that was seconded by Ms. Loring.


Motion: to approve the allocation of $79,000 from the Community Preservation Fund for each of the three purposes of open space, historical resources, and affordable housing.  

Vote:  4 – in favor; 0 – opposed.  Motion passed.

GRANGE DEMOLITION
Terry Vose reported that there is an individual interested in dismantling the Grange and rebuilding it elsewhere.  According to the Director of Inspectional Services Scott Lambiase, the Board of Selectmen first must declare the structure a surplus building.  Mr. Dahlen agreed to check with Town Counsel to verify the steps necessary to sell/remove the building.
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING/PROJECT SPECIAL CONDITIONS
Mr. Bear reviewed a list of conditions that an applicant must follow once a project is approved.  Mr. Vose suggested that one condition is that the applicant must report monthly to the CPC on the status of the project.  The CPC will continue discussion of this topic at its next meeting.
NEW / OTHER BUSINESS

It was reported that the Finance Director will attend the CPC meeting on 2/14/2013 to review finances.

OPEN PROJECTS UPDATES
No outstanding issues were reported.
DISCUSSION OF CPA REQUIRED PUBLIC FORUM 
The CPC discussed when to schedule its Community Preservation Act annually required public informational hearing.  It was noted that the forum to review the projects going into the Annual Town Meeting have not been well attended and that a different public hearing would be considered after Town Meeting.  The consensus of the CPC was to hold the public hearing after Town Meeting.  Ms. Loring agreed to draft an article for the Duxbury Clipper regarding the projects being recommended for Town Meeting.

ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS
The CPC reviewed an invoice in the amount of $1,635.00 from Alpha Surveying and Engineering for surveying work at the Crowell Conservation Area.  Ms. Loring made a motion that was seconded by Mr. Vose.


Motion:  the CPC approves payment of the invoice from Alpha Surveying and Engineering in the amount of $1,635.00.


Vote:  4 – in favor; 0 – opposed.  Motion passed.

The CPC reviewed draft minutes of the meeting on 12/20/2012.  Ms. Loring made a motion that was seconded by Ms. Morris.


Motion:  to approve the minutes of the CPC meeting on 12/20/2012, as drafted.


Vote:  4 – in favor; 0- opposed.  Motion passed.
