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The Conservation Commission held a meeting in the Mural Room, Lower Level of Town Hall on Tuesday, July 17, 2012 beginning at 7:00 p.m.  Members present included Samuel Butcher, Thomas Gill, Dianne Hearn, Barbara Kelley, Holly Morris, and Corey Wisneski. Chairman Joseph Messina was absent.  Dr. Gill was Acting Chairman.  Joe Grady, Conservation Administrator was also present. 
EXECUTIVE SESSION (LITIGATION)
At 7:00 p.m. Ms. Hearn made a motion that was seconded by Ms. Kelley.

Motion: moved that the Conservation Commission go into executive session to discuss strategy with respect to litigation where an open meeting may have a detrimental effect on the litigating position of the governmental body and to reconvene in open session in accordance with M.G.L. chapter 39, Section 23B, subsection 3.

Vote:  A roll call vote was taken: 6 – in favor; 0 – opposed.  Motion passed.

At 7:15 p.m. the Commission reconvened to open session.

ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS
The Commission reviewed requests for Certificates of Compliances.  Mr. Grady conducted site inspections and was unable to recommend Certificates of Compliances for SE 18-1482 and SE 18-1353.  Mr. Grady recommended Certificates for SE 18-1453 and SE 18-1502, but noted that the as-built plan for 266 Elm Street was not accurate outside the 100-buffer, but was accurate for the work within the 100-foot buffer.  Mr. Butcher made a motion that was seconded to issue a Certificate of Compliance for SE 18-1453 (685 Washington St.).  The vote was 6 – in favor; 0 – opposed.  Motion passed.

Mr. Butcher made a motion that was seconded to issue Certificate of Compliance for SE 18-1502, noting that the as-built plan was inaccurate outside the 100-foot buffer and outside the Commission jurisdiction.  The vote was 6 – in favor; 0 – opposed.  Motion passed.
The Commission reviewed draft minutes of the meeting on 6/19/2012.  Ms. Hearn made a motion that was seconded to approve the minutes of the meeting on 6/19/2012, as drafted.  The vote was 6 – in favor; 0 – opposed.  Motion passed.
