The Conservation Commission held a meeting in the Mural Room, lower level of Town Hall on Tuesday, September 3, 2013 at 6:30 p.m. Members present included: Sam Butcher, Thomas Gill, Dianne Hearn, Barbara Kelley, Joseph Messina, Holly Morris and Corey Wisneski. Joe Grady, Conservation Administrator, was also present.

The meeting was called to order at 6:35 p.m. by Chairman, Joseph Messina.

ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS

May 22, 2013 Minutes: Dr. Gill made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Butcher to approve the minutes of May 22, 2013. The vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. The motion passed.

June 18, 2013 Minutes: Ms. Hearn made a motion which was seconded by Ms. Morris to approve the minutes of June 18, 2013. The vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. The motion passed.

July 16, 2013 Minutes: Ms. Hearn  made a motion which was seconded by Ms. Morris to approve the minutes of July 16, 2013. The vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. The motion passed.

CERTIFICATES OF COMPLIANCE

File SE18- 1387: Mr. Grady reported work at 104 Lake Shore Drive had been completed in compliance with the Order of Conditions. Mr. Grady recommended issuing a Certificate of Compliance. Ms. Kelley made a motion, seconded by Dr. Gill to issue a Certificate of Compliance for DEP File SE18-1387. Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed.

File SE18-1400: Mr. Grady reported work at 735 Franklin Street had been completed in compliance with the Order of Conditions. Mr. Grady recommended issuing a Certificate of Compliance. Ms. Wisneski made a motion, seconded by Ms. Morris to issue a Certificate of Compliance for DEP File SE18-1400. Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed.

File SE18-1574: Mr. Grady reported work at 251 Gurnet Road had been completed in compliance with the Order of Conditions. Mr. Grady recommended issuing a Certificate of Compliance. Dr. Gill made a motion, seconded by Mr. Butcher to issue a Certificate of Compliance for DEP File SE18-1574. Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed.

File SE18-1084: Mr. Grady reported work at 97 Flintlocke Drive had never been started. Mr. Grady recommended issuing a Certificate of Compliance to extinguish the original Order of Conditions for the project.  Dr. Gill made a motion, seconded by Ms. Wisneski to issue a Certificate of Compliance for DEP File SE18-1084. Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed.

PUBLIC HEARING, CASO, 35 BRADFORD RD., FILE SE18-1650, REPLACE EXISTING HOUSE, CONSTRUCT NEW HOUSE, POOL AND LANDSCAPING, INCLUDING INVASIVE SPECIES MANAGEMENT. Tom Hughes of Hughes Consulting and Steve Sawyer represented the applicant. Mr. Hughes presented the project details, including photographs of the site, making particular note of the invasive species removal and replanting plan. In the dune area, lawn grass will be replaced with native shrubs one for one. Ms. Kelley requested the list of native shrubs to be used. Mr. Grady noted the importance lawn grass removal from the dune and the restoration of the dune. When asked how the invasive species will be permanently eliminated, Mr. Hughes stated a 3 year monitoring program was part of the project. If invasive plants return after 3 years, the monitoring will be extended. 

Mr. Butcher made a motion seconded by Ms. Hearn to write an Order of Conditions for DEP File SE18-1650. Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.
PUBLIC MEETING, MASTRANGELO, 240 HARRISON ST. SEPTIC SYSTEM REPAIR. On a Request for Determination, Shane McGlone of McGlone Enterprises Inc. presented the plans for the septic system repair, noting only the tanks are within the Buffer Zone. All other system components are over 100 feet from the wetland resource area. Mr. Grady has visited the site. He recommended a Negative Determination for the project. 

Ms. Wisneski made a motion, seconded by Ms. Morris to issue a Negative Determination for the project at 240 Harrison Street. Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING, SZMIGLIAS, 13 OCEAN ROAD SOUTH, SE#18-1651. Engineer, Mr. Robert Crawford, engineer and Attorney John McCluskey represented the applicant. History of the project includes a 1991Order of Conditions (SE#18-438) issued to reconstruct the house with a non-paved driveway. A Certificate of Compliance was never issued for the 1991 Order of Conditions. Then, new work began without filing a Notice of Intent. In 1992 this violation was sent to Duxbury Town Counsel, but there was no follow up. Owner is now selling the property and needs Certificates of Compliance. This Notice of Intent is for new work which includes reducing the pavement to 500 sq. ft. or less, removing a wooden deck and keeping an existing decks and storage areas. A new Order of Conditions will rectify previous problems. Neighbor, John Palmeri asked if the property could be left as is. Mr. Messina responded that was no possible because there needs to be uniform enforcement with all Duxbury wetland filings.

Mr. Butcher made motion, seconded by Dr. Gill to write an Order of Conditions for 

DEP file SE18-1651. Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING, FISHER RIDGE CIRCLE, UTILITIES, SE18-1644.  Joe Webby of Webby Engineering, presented the utility plans. Utilities will be brought from High Street to Summer Street to the Fisher Ridge subdivision via an easement over land of Mr. Koplovsky.  The easement is adjacent to Mr. Koplovsky's cranberry reservoir. There are several wetland resource areas on the subdivision site. Botanist, Brad Holmes delineated the wetlands. Mr. Grady has checked the wetland delineations and found them to be accurate. Mr. Grady noted that this is a Conservation Cluster Subdivision. 

Dr. Gill asked for clarification on the swale between Lot 3 and 4. 

Mr. Butcher made a motion, seconded by Dr. Gill, to issue and Order of Conditions for DEP File SE18-1644. Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed, Motion passed unanimously

 PUBLIC HEARINGS, FISHER RIDGE CIRCLE, LOTS 1, 2, 3 &4. SE18-1648, SE18-1645, SE18-1646 and SE18-1647. Joe Webby of Webby Engineering, presented plans for the four lot subdivision. He noted the site contains Isolated Wetlands, Bordering Vegetated Wetlands and streams. Lot 4 is within 200 ft. of the stream and is therefore subject to the Rivers Act. An alternative analysis has been done for Lot 4. Most work is beyond the 100 ft. Buffer Zone. Mr. Butcher noted one house corner fell within the Buffer Zone. All Sewage Disposal Systems are beyond the 100 ft. Buffer Zone. The area is also within a Priority Habitat Area. A letter from Massachusetts Natural Heritage and Endangered Species states the project will not adversely affect the site's habitat. 

Ms. Kelley made a motion, seconded by Ms. Hearn to write Orders of Conditions for Lots 1, 2, 3, and 4 of the Fisher Ridge Circle subdivision, SE18-1648, SE18-1645, SE18-1646 and SE18-1647. Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

CONTINUED PUBLIC HEARING, PHALEN, 64 SEABURY POINT RD., 

PIER SE#18-1634: Paul Brogna of Seacoast Engineering representing the applicant, presented plans for the reconstruction of a previously permitted pier with a Chapter 91 License.  The pier was damaged in Hurricane Irene. Mr. and Mrs. Phalen own two properties, 48 and 64 Seabury Point Rd., the pier is located on the 64 Seabury Point Rd. property. There is a 40 ft. easement which widens to 60 ft. leading to the pier. The pier does not connect to a seawall. Mr. Grady recommended writing an Order of Conditions for the pier upgrade and repair.

Ms. Hearn made a motion, seconded by Ms. Morris to write an Order of Conditions for DEP File SE18-1634. Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.
PUBLIC HEARING, SOCIETY OF ST. MARGARET, 21 HARDEN HILL RD. BERTRAM CONFERENCE CENTER ADDITION, EXPANDED PARKING AND ASSOCIATED DRAINAGE, SE18-1640: Gary Walcott of Grady Consulting, representing the applicants, presented plans for the project. A Bordering Vegetated Wetland in the rear of the property was delineated by Botanist, John Zimmer. Mr. Grady has checked the delineation and found it to be accurate. Extensive work is planned for the site. Activity within the 100 ft. Buffer Zone includes: part of a shed, drainage improvement, a rain garden, pervious paving and a "silt sack". Mr. Grady asked if there were plans for future parking expansion which are not part of this filing. He also asked if the report covers future runoff from an expanded parking area and asked Mr. Walcott to describe the pervious pavers. Mr. Walcott replied the plan detail shows 6.5 ft. of washed aggregate covered with pavers with holes to catch runoff before it leaves the site. Mr. Grady stated there was substantial existing landscape debris which must be removed from the wetlands as well as significant invasive plants. Mr. Grady asked what method will be used to dispose of the invasive plants. Mr. Butcher asked for clarification on the 6.5 ft of washed aggregate stating that even though the washed aggregate is beyond 100 ft. of the wetland, runoff is likely to impact the Buffer Zone. 

Dr. Gill made a motion, seconded by Mr. Butcher, to write an Order of Conditions for DEP File #18-1640. Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

CONTINUED PUBLIC HEARING, SANMARCO, 48 GRANDVIEW AVE.,

PIER, SE18-1636: Ms. Hearn made a motion, seconded by Dr. Gill to continue the Public Hearing to October 15, 2013. 
PUBLIC HEARING, DECKER, 57 GURNET RD., RETAINING WALL AND PATIO, SE18-1643: Brian Taylor of Stenbeck and Taylor Engineering represented the applicant on a wetland violation. The Notice of Intent filing is to permit and formalize work already completed. A retaining wall and patio has been constructed within 100 ft. of a coastal dune. It is not in a flood zone. There is no seawall in this area. Mr. Grady said he was initially concerned the project might cause dune damage, but it is not likely at this time because it is not in a flood zone.

Ms. Hearn made a motion, seconded by Mr. Butcher to write an Order of Conditions for DEP File SE18-1643. Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.
CONTINUED PUBLIC HEARING, JENKINS/WALKEY, 341 KING CAESAR RD.,

PIER, SE18-1638: Because there has been no consultant review a motion was made by Dr. Gill, seconded by Mr. Butcher to continue the Public Hearing to October 15, 2013 at 7:30 PM. Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

PUBLIC MEETING, ENGGASSER, 42 TEMPLEWOOD DRIVE, DECK CONSTRUCTION: The house at 42 Templewood Drive has an exterior door opening to nothing. The project is to add a deck outside the door. Tom Sullivan’s survey plans of the property were presented. Mr. Grady has visited the site and recommended a Negative Determination.

Ms. Kelley made a motion, seconded by Mr. Butcher to issue a Negative Determination for Enggasser’s deck construction at 42 Templewood Drive. Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING, KEARNEY, 28 MAYFLOWER LANE, SEPTIC SYSTEM REPLACEMENT, SE18-1649: Paul Brogna from Seacoast Engineering, representing the applicant, presented plans for a septic system upgrade. The new septic system has been sited 94 ft. from the wetlands, the furthest possible location. Two to three chambers of the system are within the 100 ft Buffer Zone. Mr. Grady recommended the Commission write an Order of Conditions for the project.

Mr. Butcher made a motion, seconded by Dr. Gill to write an Order of Conditions for DEP File SE18-1649. Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

On a motion by Ms. Kelley, seconded by Mr. Butcher, the meeting was adjourned at 8:55 PM.
