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The Conservation Commission held a meeting in the Mural Room, lower level of Town Hall on Tuesday, September 17, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. Members present included: Sam Butcher, Thomas Gill, Dianne Hearn, Barbara Kelley, Joseph Messina, Holly Morris and Corey Wisneski. Joe Grady, Conservation Administrator, was also present.

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman, Joseph Messina.

ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS

September 3, 2013 Minutes: Mr. Butcher made a motion which was seconded by Ms Morris to approve the minutes of September 3, 2013. 

Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. The motion passed.

CERTIFICATE OF COMPLIANCE

File SE18- 1494: Mr. Grady reported work at 34 Friendship Lane had been completed in compliance with the Order of Conditions and recommended the commission issue a Certificate of Compliance. Mr. Butcher made a motion which was seconded by Ms Kelley to issue a Certificate of Compliance for DEP File SE18-1494. 

Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed.

EXTENSION

File SE18-1422: Mr. Grady reported work at 427 Bay Road has not been started and the applicant has requested an extension of Order of Conditions for DEP File SE18-1422. Mr. Grady recommended issuing an Extension for three years. Ms Wisneski made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Butcher to issue an Extension for DEP File SE18-1422. 

Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed.

PUBLIC HEARING, RACHWALSKI, 321 KING CAESAR RD, PIER CONSTRUCTION,

DEP FILE SE18-1632. Paul Brogna, Seacoast Engineering, presented the project which consists of construction of a residential pier. Details of the pier construction, its location and elevation were described. M.G.L.Ch 131 s40 on-site Resource Areas include a coastal beach and tidal flats. There is no salt marsh on the property. Mr. Grady suggested the commission solicit comments from the Duxbury Harbormaster, the Bay Management Committee and the Shellfish Advisory Committee and have pier review performed by an independent consulting firm, at the applicant's expense. The pier length and beach slope, which is man- made, were discussed. Ms Kelley made a motion which was seconded by Dr. Gill to continue the Public Hearing to 7:15 p.m. on November 5, 2013, allowing time for the consultant's review.

Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed.

PUBLIC HEARING, MCLAUGHLIN, 685 WASHINGTON STREET, PIER CONSTRUCTION. Paul Brogna, Seacoast Engineering, introduced himself and other parties for the applicant; Attorney, Paul Driscoll, applicant, John McLaughlin Sr., John McLaughlin, Jr., and a court stenographer. Mr. Driscoll began discussion by requesting Conservation Commissioner, Holly Morris, be disqualified from voting on the project. Members of the commission disagreed and agreed Ms Morris could remain as a voting member for the McLaughlin project. Mr. Messina stated the commission would request a peer review by an independent consulting company, at the applicant's expense. Mr. Driscoll agreed. In addition, the commission will solicit comments from the Duxbury Harbormaster, the Duxbury Bay Commission and the Shellfish Advisory Committee. It was stated, all review materials, in 12 copies, should be received in the Conservation office on the Tuesday before the continued Public Hearing. Written comments should also be submitted for review. Mr. Messina stated the continued Public Hearing will have the usual format; a presentation by the applicant's representatives and responses. Court stenographers for both the applicant and Friends of the Bluefish River (FOBR) were present. When asked by Mr. Messina if the stenographers' records would be shared with the commission, Attorney, Gregor McGregor for the FOBR replied, "Yes". Discussion followed on the reason the first Notice of Intent for this project was being kept open. Dr. Gill made a motion which was seconded by Ms Kelley to continue the Public Hearing to 7:35 p.m. on November 5, 2013. 

Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed

On a motion by Mr. Butcher, seconded by Ms Kelley, the meeting was adjourned at 8:05 p.m. Vote was 7 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed
