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CONSERVATION COMMISSION
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The Duxbury Conservation Commission held a meeting in the Mural Room, lower level of Town Hall on Tuesday, October 1, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. Members present included: Sam Butcher, Barbara Kelley, Holly Morris and Corey Wisneski. 

Joe Grady, Conservation Administrator, was also present.

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Acting Chair, Sam Butcher.

ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS:

CERTIFICATES OF COMPLIANCE:

Files SE18-1551 and SE18-1553: Mr. Grady reported work at 2 Ingalls Grove for both the house and pier construction had been completed in compliance with the two Orders of Conditions. He recommended the commission issue Certificates of Compliance for the projects. Ms Kelley made a motion which was seconded by Ms Wisneski to issue Certificates of Compliance for DEP File SE18-1551 and SE18-1553. 

Vote was 4 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

File SE18-1605: Mr. Grady reported work at 36 Huckleberry Lane had been completed in compliance with the Order of Conditions and recommended the commission issue a Certificate of Compliance. Ms Wisneski made a motion which was seconded by Ms Morris to issue a Certificate of Compliance for DEP File SE18-1605. Vote was 4 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

File SE18-456: Mr. Grady reported work at 160 Crescent St. had been completed in compliance with the Order of Conditions and recommended the commission issue a Certificate of Compliance. Ms Kelley made a motion which was seconded by Ms Wisneski to issue a Certificate of Compliance for DEP File SE18-456. Vote was 4 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

Bills: 

Mr. Grady requested approval of a proposal from Land Planning, Inc. in the amount of $2,000 for the Keiser property bounds and Conservation Restriction Plan to be paid from the Conservation Fund. Ms Morris made a motion which was seconded by Ms Kelley to approve the proposal from Land Planning Inc. for $2,000 for the Keiser property bounds and Conservation Restriction plan to be paid from the Conservation Fund. Vote was 4 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously. 

PUBLIC HEARING, REVISIONS TO THE TOWN OF DUXBURY WETLAND PROTECTION BYLAW, CHAPTER 9 RULES AND REGULATIONS: Prior to the Public Hearing, Sam Butcher had collated comments from commission members and inserted them into the Bylaw as new revisions. Comments from scientist, John Brawley, were also received and included in the revisions. New Bylaw changes include definitions of pervious vs. impervious surfaces, piers length limits and rain gardens.  After further discussion, Mr. Grady recommended adopting Mr. Brawley's suggestions. Ms Wisneski made a motion which was seconded by Ms Morris to approve the revised Wetland Bylaw Rules and Regulations as discussed, including Mr. Brawley's comments. Vote was 4 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

PUBLIC MEETING, REQUEST FOR DETERMINATION, DUXBURY CONSTRUCTION, INSTALLATION OF UTILITIES TO 26 KING CAESAR RD. PIER:  

Freeman Boynton, Duxbury Construction, representing Mark and Mary Smith, landowners, described the project to bring electricity to the Smith's pier. Ms Morris made a motion to issue a Negative Determination. The motion was seconded by Ms Wisneski. Vote was 4 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

CANINE COMMITTEE DISCUSSION: Steve Schroeder, Chair of the Duxbury Canine Committee, of which both Mr. Grady and Ms Morris are members, provided background of the committee's work. Mr. Schroeder offer three options for aligning the Animal Control Bylaw with the Commission's Rules and Regulations for Conservation Land. It was agreed that amending the section related to dogs on Conservation Land would be the best option. A future Public Hearing will be held to gather public input and to amend the commission's Rules and Regulations.

7:40 p.m. Mr. Grady left the meeting.

DUXBURY BEACH RESERVATION, ROADWAY RELOCATION PROJECT, SE18-1198: Al Vautrinot, Surveyor and Duxbury Beach Reservation Trustee, presented the project, including color photographs of the work area. Margaret Kearney, President of the Duxbury Beach Reservation, Inc. was also present. The project includes moving 2200 ft. of gravel roadway in Section 7 to the west so there will be room to build a sacrificial dune to the east. FEMA is expected to fund both the roadway relocation and the sacrificial dune construction. All work must be completed during the winter prior to the spring piping plover nesting season. Ms Wisneski made a motion which was seconded by Ms Kelley to approve the described work as maintenance under the existing Order of Condition, DEP File SE18-1198. Vote was 4 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously. Future beach projects were also discussed.
