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DUXBURY CONSERVATION COMMISSIION

MINUTES:  NOVEMBER 5, 2013

The Duxbury Conservation Commission held a meeting in the Mural Room, lower level of Town Hall on Tuesday,  November 5, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. Members present included: Sam Butcher, Dianne Hearn, Barbara Kelley, Joe Messina, Holly Morris and Corey Wisneski. Joe Grady, Conservation Administrator, was also present.
The meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m. by Chair, Joe Messina.
ADMINISTRATVE MATTERS:
MINUTES: Ms Hearn made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Butcher to approve the meeting minutes of the October 1, 2013. Vote was 6 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Butcher made a motion which was seconded by Ms Hearn to approve the minutes of October 15, 2013. Vote was 6 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

CERTIFICATE OF COMPLIANCE, SE18-339, 57 JOSSELYN AVE. Mr. Grady reported the work had been completed in compliance with the Order of Conditions.

Mr. Butcher made a motion which was seconded by  Ms Hearn to issue a Certificate of Compliance for DEP file #SE18-339. Vote was 6 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

CERTIFICATES OF COMPLIANCE, SE18-438 and 1651, 13 Ocean Road South.  Mr. Grady reported the work had been completed in compliance with the Orders of Conditions. Ms Hearn made a motion which was seconded by Ms Morris to issue  Certificates of Compliance for DEP files #SE18-438 and SE18-1651. Vote was 6 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

CERTIFICATE OF COMPLIANCE, SE18-1549, 48 Hicks Point Road. Mr. Grady reported the work had been completed in compliance with the Order of Conditions.

Ms Wisneski made a motion which was seconded by  Ms Morris to issue a Certificate of Compliance for DEP file #SE18-1549. Vote was 6 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

EXTENSION FOR File #2007-01. Applicant requested a three year extension of an Order of conditions under the Duxbury Wetland Bylaw. Mr. Grady recommended the extension be granted. Ms Kelley made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Butcher to issue a three year extension for file #2007-01. Vote was 6 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously.

JAYCOX CHRISTMAS TREE SALES. This year's Christmas tree sales will be held on the weekend of December 7th and 8th at the Jaycox Christmas Tree Farm. Volunteers are needed to help with the annual event.

CONTINUED PUBLIC HEARING, RACHWALSKI, 321 KING CEASAR RD., PIER, SE18-1652. Paul Brogna, Seacoast Engineering, represented Mr. and Mrs. Rachwalski, who were also present. Mr. Grady reported a proposal for review of the pier construction had been received from Horsley and Witten Group, the applicant had paid the consultant's estimated fee, and the Town Accountant had approved the payment. Horsley and Witten will now begin work. With the applicant consent, a motion was made by Ms Kelley, seconded by Ms Morris  to continue the Public Hearing to December 3, 2013 at 7:10 p.m.
CONTINUED PUBLIC HEARING, MCLAUGHLIN, 685 WASHINGTON ST. PIER,

SE18-1653.  Attorney, Paul Driscoll, on behalf of the applicant requested a Public Hearing  continuance. Also present were Mr. Brogna, Seacoast Engineering, applicant, Mr. McLaughlin and several members of the Friends of the Bluefish. Mr. Driscoll  outlined the issues covered in his letter of October 25, 2013, including Horsley and Witten's scientific qualifications, the estimated consulting fee, the complexity of the project, how a mutually agreeable consultant  will be found, how to minimize the fee and what the consultant's report will cover. Mr. Grady replied it was the most complex project in his 28 years as Conservation Administrator. Mr. Messina replied the Commission will consider other consulting firms that work for municipal Conservation Commissions, that the commission is working to keep the consulting fee as low as possible by limiting the consultant's role to a review only, and he expects a mutually agreeable consultant will be found prior to the next Conservation Commission meeting. 
Ms Morris made a motion which was seconded by Mr. Butcher to continue the Public Hearing to January 4, 2014. Vote was 6 in favor, 0 opposed. Motion passed unanimously. Mr. Brogna asked what the process would be for finding an expert consultant. Mr. Grady replied that names of potential experts should be submitted to him and he will solicit proposals.
