FLOOD PROTECTION COMMITTEE ORDINANCE
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(a) There is established a Flood Protection Committee, consisting of four members: the   

Mayor, Public Works Director, Finance Director, and Town Engineer.  The Committee shall periodically assess the condition and operation of the Town’s flood protection structures and facilities and make recommendations concerning potential repairs, inspections, maintenance and alterations.  The Mayor, or designee, shall serve as the “Superintendent” of the Committee as such term is described in 33 C.F.R. 208.10(a)(2).

(b)  The Town of East Hartford, in coordination with the Flood Protection Committee, shall be responsible for the inspection, operation, maintenance and integrity of the Town’s flood protection structures and facilities including such inspection, maintenance, alterations and other actions as may be required by the Army Corps of Engineers pursuant to 33 C.F.R. 208.10 and the Operation and Maintenance Manual adopted by the Town of East Hartford.
