PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:
Darlene Kelly, Executive Assistant at the East Windsor Housing Authority introduced herself and her staff and read a letter to the Board. She relayed concerns regarding the possibility of  not reappointing Karen Boutin to the Housing Authority.    Since December 2002, Ms. Boutin, as chairman, took overrunning of Park Hill and has become heart and sole of the community leading to many improvements.  Ms. Boutin's positive character traits were relayed and her positive efforts for Park Hill.     To not reappoint Ms. Boutin would be detrimental and she hopes the board does not take that action. 
Ms. Kelly read a second letter by Jennifer DiMauro, Executive Director hired by East Windsor Housing Authority effective June 29, 2009.  Ms. DiMauro relayed her close relationship with Karen Boutin and relayed Boutin’s “tireless efforts” in the role she has taken over.  It is evidence the residents trust Ms. Boutin with issues and challenges.  Ms. Boutin’s consistent efforts and time toward this endeavor were relayed in a positive manner.  It was estimated Ms. Boutin has donated over 1600 hours of volunteer time for Park Hill.  Ms. DiMauro wrote she understood the questions regarding residency requirement  but she is aware that Ms. Boutin has taken the steps to prove residency and it is requested that the situation is viewed as a whole and not in part.  To fail to reappoint Karen Boutin would prove “detrimental “ to residents and staff at the housing authority.     The Executive Director and the Chairman work closely.  As the Executive Director Ms. DiMauro can state that Ms. Boutin  is someone she can work with and to remove and replace her will result in loss of continuity of care and loss in morale of residents and staff.  Her letter concluded in that she hoped the Board would arrive at best resolution for all involved.   
Denise Menard understood there are many residents from park hill present in the audience.  She indicated that no one on the Board questioned Ms. Boutin’s heart and sole dedication to Park Hill. The question was one of residency and the board cannot appoint someone who is not a resident of town.    At this point, Karen Boutin came before the Board and provided her license.  CT driver license which shows an address in East Windsor.  
Dale Nelson, as liaison to housing authority, has been very impressed by this group of people who have undergone tremendous challenges. There would never have been an issue if proof of residency was provided and the appointment would have been made at the last meeting.

C. Discussion of Mobile Home Trash & Recycling (microphone brought into the room at this point.)
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 

Attorney Len Jacobs came before the Board.  He is from Manchester Connecticut and is present representing Burt Hallisey and the Hallisey Family who own the Laurel View (66 homes) and Red Hill (97 homes)  which is 163 homes total.  Balch Park has 42 units in it.  The three parks alone have 205 units – and there are others parks in town as well so this is a significant issue.  Attorney Jacobs is present to discuss the decision by the Board not to have the town pay for trash pick up in East Windsor mobile home parks.  He wanted to say to start that he understand and acknowledged that the Selectmen devote a great deal of time and service to East Windsor and he has no doubt that decisions are done with the best interests of the town in mind.   Obviously, even when something is done in the best interest it does not mean the decision is correct.  Some times these well intended decisions that are made, can sometimes be the wrong decisions.  Attorney Jacobs is here tonight to explain to the Board of Selectmen that with regard to trash pick up they have made a mistake and he believes it is clear from audience turn out at this meeting, it is the great sentiment that the decision should be changed.   Running a town in many ways is like running business as there are financial responsibilities but on other hand each member of the Board owes each member of community commitment to fair dealing and equal treatment.  That is different from business.  A business has a goal to make profit while the town has duties to incorporate treating everyone fairly.  In budget process it was elected to eliminate trash pick up to mobile homes and he thinks that was an error.   It is thought the Selectmen would have been better serviced if they notified the mobile home owners of this pending decision.  He understands that a town cannot notify everyone on everything, but this is a select group and if this had been made clear to mobile home owners earlier it could have been addressed in budget time.  
Attorney Jacobs indicated that the Hallisey family  learned of this change on August 17, from a trash representative seeking to be hired by the Hallisey’s for trash collection at the mobile home parks.  By that time the decision was already made and town contract for trash already in place.  This August 17 letter indicated the new policy would be in effect in September.  The selectmen extended date to October 15 as a courtesy.   Attorney Jacobs thought procedurally this might have been handled differently.   

Attorney Jacobs detailed the notice sent to Halliseys and his disagreement that mobile home ownership is more like living in apartment than living in home.   Attorney Jacobs said everyone who lives in mobile home park owns their mobile home.  Apartment buildings the tenants own no part of property they are living in.   On the other hand everyone in single family home, condo or mobile home owns his own home and they are all taxpayers  it is more than that – mobile homes are real estate – under law of state of Connecticut when sold you do so by deed and it is on land records.  The Assessor assesses mobile homes in same manner as other residences in town and mill rate applied and taxes paid as every other home owner in East Windsor.  Apartment owners do not pay taxes – mobile home owners are homeowners – they are not less valuable citizens and their homes are just as valuable to them as others citizens’ homes.  “A home is a home” and a home owner deserves to be treated as every other home owner.  Trash in mobile home park – as trash in condo or subdivision – comes from use that is made from home located on the property.   You cannot distinguish between home owner of mobile home and any other residence – he did say if you try to make that distinction and say ownership of a mobile home is less significant or less homeownership than ownership of any other home, then you are degrading mobile home owners and saying they are not same as other homeowners.  Attorney Jacobs thought it important to delineate – as he does not think that is the message the Board of Selectmen want to send – but the policy says that.  If not mobile home owners are not treated like subdivision owners or condo owners – then your homeownership is different from theirs – then that says mobile home owners treated less than other folks.  The problem is this is unfair because a small group home owners in community have been picked out to be treated differently than all other homeowners in East Windsor – even though no other home owner in town has to pay for their own trash pick up. 
In Mr. Hallisey’s mobile home parks -  it is said that over 90% of mobile home owners are over the age of 55 and it is estimated that 75% of homeowners are probably over 65.  While this may not be specific the point is that town of East Windsor, by this policy, has elected to put an extra burden on senior population, as that is the great majority in those mobile homes.  It is odd the town would do that because most of bodies recognize that seniors are not the wealthiest members of the community and should be treated fairly a town does not generally  put the burden on seniors.  Honestly, the people who buy mobile homes obviously are happy to live in these communities but it has to be assumed that when people buy their mobile homes one thing considered is affordability as they are not buying $300,000 or $400,000 homes.  These are nice homes they can afford in communities they wish to live.  Thereby this issue puts an extra burden on oldest segment and perhaps the segment of the community that is not the most affluent.  

That leads to the question how can it make sense to put this extra burden on these people.  He asked the Board to consider that these people do not make large demands on the town..  Mr. Hallisey’s mobile home parks have 163 homes and within that community there are four children. The town does not pay to take care of roads, street lights and the mobile home parks receive little in way of town services and yet full tax is paid on these units.  The assessor assesses these units as all other units in town and these communities have no impact on the school system, require no road maintenance but one of few things town of East Windsor provided was trash pick up.  The Board of Selectmen decided – and hopefully will change their mind – based on facts at that time, that cutting out trash pick up was a fair thing to do.
Bert Hallisey calculated in his parks they pay  $220,000 in taxes paid.  Attorney Jacobs noted the irony – not only do these folks no longer get their trash picked up anymore, but because they pay taxes as owners, part of taxes they pay will pay go toward trash pick up at other home owners residences, owners who are wealthier and younger than them in many cases.  “It really does not follow.”  

Attorney Jacobs previously asked Ms. Menard how much money saved by this decision $34,398.  He understands that every dollar is important and he knows the audience would not be happy if they thought the town was wasting money.  Attorney Jacobs point was that $34,000 for 10,000 citizens is about $3 per person – or if number right, if about 2700 houses/condos/mobile homes in town of east Windsor and divided by 34,000 number saving each household $12 – save each citizen $1 and each household $12.  Unfortunately that cost savings is passed onto mobile home owners, who,  if numbers are right, will pay between $180 and $200 a home.   For the cost savings to some – the mobile home owners pay more.  

Attorney Jacobs stated everyone is mindful that this is the worst economic recession experienced since great depression and he knows it puts a great strain on everyone, but at t he end of the day to decide to pass this burden on to this small number of people is unfair.  

He repeated that one of obligations of a Board of Selectmen that makes them different than a business is that they not only have to maximize bottom line - they have to do in a way that is fair to citizens.  Attorney Jacobs does think it’s important for the Board to acknowledge that this group of mobile home owner residents are asking that this decision be reconsidered. 
Attorney Jacobs addressed the audience on the last point stating that they are here to ask the Board of Selectmen to reconsider and the Board.  He asked, if you do speak, please speak respectfully and logically and have a nice meeting and hopefully at end of day there is success.   

Ms. Menard provided the Board with backup consisting of notes and a copy of the notice to park managers and a list of comparisons of other communities and pictures.  Ms. Menard indicated that, as stated at the meeting with Mr. Hallisey and Attorney Jacobs, this was not a decision that had anything to do with discriminating against seniors or that anyone on this board considers mobile home park owners lesser citizens.  That never entered into the anyone’s consideration as everyone is an equal citizen and Ms. Menard assured the audience that was never something that was even uttered or thought.   Ms. Menard stated this was a decision because automated trucks cannot go through the mobile home parks and take the trash.    Ms. Menard drove through every park this weekend and had all American Waste drive through as well to measure units and had it all charted out so she can detail where there are issues. 

Ms. Menard detailed issues with parking.  She did note that  Laurel Estates is exception, it does have the room, but none of the others mobile home parks have room to pick up the trash with the automated arm.    She detailed the obstacles in the way of automated trash pick, including, cars, shrubbery, trees and poles.  She noted that if exceptions are made to the automated trash system – the town loses cost savings.  She detailed that at budget time taxpayers come to meetings and say taxes are too high – and there needs to be cuts.  Ms. Menard stated that not only was trash collection eliminated in places that could not do automated trash – the Town also eliminated bulky trash town wide.  Her office has received a flood of calls regarding the two issues.   This is not a decision against mobile home owners – it is a tax decision.  


Jacqueline Taylor 70 elm street red hill

It has been stated that the main reason automated won’t work is because things are in the way, specifically parking.  When there is snow removal the cars are removed – why not if Monday or Tuesday is trash day the cars are moved to a new location?

Michael Casio – Balch's Mobile home park  
There are cars in front of mobile homes and spots for cars on the side.  According to the arms need room to move out – need to have straight line so truck can go around and pick up without hitting cars – the Park has center row which has plenty of room.  Ms. Menard indicated it is on the wrong side.  Mr. Casio said the truck can go in either way, all cars on one side – parked off road.   No cars would be hit and all the room you need – you can even put closer on to grass for trash day.  


Joseph Burke 33 Grove Street, Red Hill Park
He believe a lot of the issue is there is a feeling of economic discrimination.  If there are issues where vehicles can come in – automated or not – the mobile home owners can work with Board to accommodate them - if the Board can accommodate mobile home it saves money.   On another point, the Board cannot have it both ways.  Mobile home parks cannot be judged as rental community when paying homeowner taxes – everyone present is a voter – they can become organized and show it at the polls. 

Ms. Menard stated that the Selectmen board is open minded it is just a very difficult budget issues and the Boards needs to discuss and think about all of it. 

Linda Pouliot 12 Grove Street, Red Hill Park


At time of the decision it was clear that board was aware that they are real estate tax payers.  And they use same mill rate at Red Hill they take care of their own roads.  Asking was it put into consideration if take away this particular service was the board going to adjust the mill rate for that? 
Ms. Menard stated it was not a consideration at the time.
Richard Morrisey 29 laurel circle

He stated he thinks the ball was dropped somewhat with communication.  They do have mail boxes and the tax department finds them easily.  No one would not have known if not for Mr. Hallisey and he thinks they should have been informed individually as tax payers.  All they are asking for is to be treated like everyone else.  He likes East Windsor, it is a nice town, friendly and he is pleased to be here.  He has to say this has made financial impact on people, but also had an emotional impact on some not feeling wanted in the community and certainly understand that is not the boards intent – but that message of unwelcome is out there. He asked the Selectmen to reconsider. 
Sandy Hunsinger 57 elm street 
She is a home owner, has a mortgage with the bank and is not a tenant.  She speaks as former township supervisor who is familiar with meetings and counsel meeting.  Question is when decision made at budget season, where was public notice for something this large- for them to be given opportunity to have a civil discussion instead of learning after the fact.    The board are public servants and have an obligation to mobile home people – who helped them get into office.  When she served in public office she had obligation to town people – they are home owners just like a condo owners – condos pay taxes, but taxes are paid by mobile home don’t fit in highway budget for snow removal or repair of roads.  Taxes are paid every year, so what is the town of East Windsor going to give this community.  She will be 65 in January and wants to retire. She works for the private sector and is on medicare.  She will continue working just because of way things are – lets not add an additional expense for people who downsized so life is easier financially.  So please think about it and reconsider – she is a mobile home owner “not trailer trash”  She is educated and she does not live in an apartment and she pays her taxes.

Ms.  Menard stated in  hindsight the Board of Selectmen agree the Town should have let the mobile home owners know sooner and she personally apologized for that. 

Monica O’Brien, Balch Mobile Homes 

The big fire trucks and garbage trucks get in there.  She referenced a General Assembly bill that said they are not second class citizens.  The town of East Windsor fire, ambulance,  police can wait on them when there is trouble.  They know what garbage trucks look like and they can come down there now.  Dumpsters are eyesores, unsanitary and they stink and have rats.  They are discriminated against as seniors already – half in park are older, how are they supposed to bring to dumpsters.  They want both barrels  

Unknown Resident, 48 Pine Street 

This gentleman found out East Windsor automated due to free reminder newspaper. He looked up Pine Street and it was not on there.  He called the town and was told no more trash pick up to his street.  The first notice he received was in the free paper. He pays property taxes each year and he does not get a letter so he can voice his opinion?  There is elderly, shut in and handicap at this location.  They all look out for each other – its clean and the place is taken care of.    There are no junk cars, unregistered cars – no oil changes in parking lot.    Garbage trucks in there for 20 years – no problems fire trucks, electric companies.  


Ms. Menard asked that comments are to something new – value opinions, if already said, no need to say it again. 
Bernard O’Neill, 76 Elm Street


Why is this put on them, why not get garbage company that will work with them.     He called office and did not know last time trash went out to bid.  Wished they would find out so know to get the best deal.   Two million dollars in back taxes not collected if need money for budget that might be a good place to start. 
Laurie Machio, 1 Laurel Circle
Like to say she is a new home owner in East Windsor and loves the town. She just paid her tax bill.   She invited the Selectmen to home anytime as she is proud of it, it is a home.  This is singling certain people out – bulky eliminated for all homeowners, not for a certain segment of homeowners and she does not understand why they discontinued garbage pick up for mobile homes.  It is said there is an issue in Red Hill park as far as streets not wide enough, however, she knows that there are several road in town not as wide as Laurel and  automatic is done there.  She feels if they are not getting the service any longer they deserve a tax break.  

Linda Klemas 222 Fairway Drive – Balch Mobile Home Park
She provided pictures to the selectmen of the beautiful park and the trash man picking up trash and it shows plenty of room for automated.   She provided pictures of dumpsters at other mobile home parks which are dirty, disgusting and they stink.  At her home she has woods and farmland – there are raccoons, coyotes, cats and rats – it is unsanitary.  Older people have to walk to dumpsters to empty trash, it is a hazard – “who are they going to go after if they get hurt” – who will they go after the town?  The dumpsters are horrible, as now there is no bulk pick up – people will fill these dumpsters with mattresses, and hazardous materials.  They are homeowners and they do not want this.  They have also been told that the lot fee increases as a result.  Many people here are on a limited income and that is not fair.  Real estate taxes are paid – these are homes.  Go to town hall and look up record says single dwelling home – they pay real estate taxes and this is a discrimination against them.  She does not care what other towns are doing, she is paying taxes in East Windsor, not another town.  Please take this into consideration and get back to them regarding this matter.

This will be 12 people and the Board of Selectmen.   Ms. Menard suggested that by Monday, September 21 the representatives call her office with their contact information.
