[bookmark: _GoBack]East Hampton Arts & Cultural Commission minutes for June 18th in the town hall meeting room. Carol Lane, Shirley Brooks, Sheila Tomlinson, Melissa Pionzio, Val Bozzi, Kevin Gunning, Betty Sennett and Kristen Walsh were present. 
Meeting called to order. 
Minutes from May 15 meeting approved. 
No public comment
Sheila announced that commission member Alan Hurst has resigned. The matter will be discussed under new business. 
Old Business
A. Student Art Awards. Carol said the town manager was under the impression that the pictures were going to be hung for the month of June. The commission will keep them to display at our Old Home Day booth. Commission members agreed we would do the awards again next year.  Carol is working with Mimi Design about putting a sign with the artwork that identifies the exhibit. Small signs with the name of the school will be included.
B.      Wade Russo Presentation. Sheila said Wade can do the theater chat in late July or early August on a Monday or Tuesday.  The Fiddler show is June 27 through September 7, so we want to get the chat in before the end of the run. Commission members discussed how to promote the event and who to contact to reserve the library room. We must be sure we have a podium available and two easels for posters Wade would like to display. He also has a mannequin with a costume. Val suggested the commission donate monetary support for the library’s piano tuning which the friends of the library pay for. We will come up with a flier for the theater chat to distribute. Kevin suggested we put an announcement for the event on the board near Stop & Shop. He said he might be able to create one if he had the dimensions. We could also do some sandwich boards around town like the Goff House does for the gazebo concerts. We could promote it at Old Home Day, pass out fliers and create and event on Facebook. YPCCA has a show in July, so we need to think about scheduling. We will aim for Tuesday July 22 at 7 p.m.
C.       Art Purchase Award. Town council members and Carol Lane selected two by paintings artists Sue Shuler and Lenora Baer, who participated in the East Hampton Art Association Art Show in June. Shuler’s depicts a tree near the lake that a resident plants flowers in and the other depicts the board of education building, which was once a school. They will be permanently hung at the town hall. Next year, commissioners agreed to purchase one piece. Commissioners also agreed that we should find out how much money is left in our budget. Cathy, the town manager’s assistant, or the finance department may be able to provide us with that information. Commission members agreed that we need a point person to keep track of our finances. We will obtain a financial statement for the next meeting. Next year we also should have the purchase order for the artwork in advance to avoid delay. 

New Business 
A.      Old Home Day – we typically have a booth at Old Home Day with our pop up tent. We can display the student artwork, our photo board and arts and culture brochures and business cards. Photos of arts and culture related town events and presentations, performances, Wade’s presentation, talent show winners, can be featured on the board. Melissa suggested that we use the town hall printer to print photos instead of using our own ink or take them to Walmart to print them. Everyone can email photos to Melissa and they can be put on a flash drive and printed at the drug store. Val suggested the photos be mounted on top of colored paper and include labels identifying the groups.  Kevin suggested starting a Shutterfly account that we can all access. It was agreed that photos will be due to Melissa by July 1 so they can be put together for an exhibit.  Commissioners are needed to volunteer to set up and man the booth. We can invite Monica Kangley to help. 
B.      Alan Hurst resignation. Alan sent a letter explaining that he is now on the town’s facilities task force, which requires much of his time and must resign from the commission. He has contacted the town council to let them know. Anyone with ideas for a new commissioner may contact the town council. Commissioners agreed to canvas for a new member and present the name to the town council for consideration. Applications are in the town manager’s office and perhaps online. A discussion on the purpose of the commission was held, including a talk about our meet and greets and the idea to hold another call to artists to enable local artists to network and promote their events and shows. Our name is the East Hampton arts and cultural commission, but members discussed whether we should look into changing it to arts and culture, to be more grammatically correct. 
Commissioner’s Reports & Events Announcements 
Chatham Historical Society will hold a tour of Strong Saw Mill with the parks and recreation department at 1 p.m. on July 6 at 48 State Street. There will also be a house tour on Sept. 27, featuring tours of seven local houses, 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. 
The Goff House will host an exhibit on tourism and inns on the lake during Old Home Day weekend, with a soft opening ahead of time.
Podium held their East Hampton’s Got Talent show this month and it was a great success. There were 29 acts and overall the concept was good. Judges and the public balanced out the winner selection. They hope to do a winter contest with categories so all the different types of artistic acts can shine.
