Call to Order 
Approval of minutes from April 21, 2016 meeting – minutes approved. 
No Public Comment
Old Business
A.      Added item – EHACC Web Site. There is no treasurer at the town hall at the moment so payments for bills are being discussed. The finance director said there may be a policy regarding web sites and town commissions. Payment could be done through the town credit card or a line of credit. Kevin was told that there is already a web hosting plan that the town uses. If there is a wide parameter regarding what is allowed to be posted on a web site, then we can do it but if we have to have every web posting approved by the town, it may be too much trouble. Carol will follow up with Jeff Jylkka the finance director, to get and update.
B.      Grants – Payment. Sandy Doran from the Chatham Historical Society will go ahead and purchase the display case and will bill the commission. Blackledge will have to be given a check as they build the performance and obtain a venue for it. Melissa will contact Blackledge and ask for details about the proposed program.
C.      Art Purchase Award – Allie Brogan, Kevin Gunning, and Phyllis Martin will select the artwork at 10 a.m. during the Strawberry Fest/East Hampton Art Association Art Show on the church green on June 18, which will be hung in the youth and family services department offices. Kevin will make a plaque for the artists and a placard for the artwork. Any other member able to attend will do so. 
D.      Thoughts on Open Studio – still planned for November. Commissioners agreed it is still a little early to put a call out for artists. 
E.       Wade Russo Presentation – Wade has not responded yet, but Carol will email him again if she does not hear from him by the end of the week. He seems excited to do it and wanted to talk about the influence of rock in musicals. Tentative date is June 28 a Tuesday.

New Business
A.      Old Home Day - commissioners discussed whether we should have a booth at old home day. We have had a booth the last few years with very few visitors. The atmosphere may not be the right place for an arts and culture booth. Commissioners will think about it and revisit. 
B.      New Meeting Place – Goff House Museum has been approved by the Goff House Board. 
C.      Parks & Rec – Justin the new director has been invited to come to an arts commission meeting. Josh Piteo of the town council wants to discuss the town’s 250th anniversary celebration with us. 

Financial reports and Procedures. 
When budget time comes around again the commission must be sure to contact Sue B from the Library who is our town liaison to help us with our budget submission. Commissioners agreed to start in September this year. The current commission budget report reflects the $100 the commission spent on the church rental for the open studio. Carol has approved the student art award expenditures for $192.50, but the budget report does not reflect that the money has been spent. Signage and stakes for open studio for $180 has also been paid and signage and the award for the art purchase award for $75 has also been paid. 

Commission Reports & Event Announcements – Town wide tag sale June 18, 9 a.m. to 2 p.m. $15 for an application and to have tag sale site on the map. Rain date is the following Saturday. Applications are available at the town hall and library or from Debbie Day, 49 Champion Hill Road. Shirley will be passing out the maps at the historical society grounds the day of the sale. Strawberry Fest/Art Show is also June 18 on the church lawn and Center School Gazebo, live music, food, and vendors, starts at 10 a.m. Memorial Day Ceremony at the Rock Landing Cemetery in Haddam Neck, Sunday, 2 p.m. Art Association of East Hampton meeting is June 25 at the library community room features a potluck supper at 6 p.m. followed by a program with Daniel Riccio who teaches metalsmithing at CCSU and creates miniatures. Mindy spoke with parks and rec this month and she has been given approval to put in a community garden, most of which will benefit the food pantry and area soup kitchens. She is going to get the high school botany club, local boy scouts and garden clubs will be invited to participate. Volunteers will be able to work in the garden and take home produce. She hopes to have picnic tables put in. FROTH and Po’s Rice and Spice are interested in doing a signature dish using some of the produce. Elementary school concert at the high school is Tuesday at 6:30 p.m. and the high school concert is Thursday at 7 p.m.
