a.  Assessment Deferral Requests for 195 East High Street

Wayne Rand was present to request assessment deferral and looking for commentary on Phase 1 of  project at 195 East High Street.  This project will be done in five (5) phases; Mr. Rand is looking for a deferral, starting when he gets building permit (18 months to finish that phase – when building is use-complete).  Carol Ann Tyler, Assessor, Town, was present to explain the procedure.  Mr. Carey reviewed Statute 12-65B (as amended, if amended).  Chair Leone read parts of the Statute and it was agreed the project meets the qualifications.

Ms. Rooth made a motion to approve the purchase of a parking lot sign for the parking lot adjacent to 82 Main Street, up to a maximum of $2,000; seconded by Mr. March; Vote:  Yes: 4; No:0, Abstain: 0, motion passes.

Chair Leone has reviewed the criteria originally used for this effort.  Nominations had to send by regular mail or email.  EDC Commissioners could also nominate businesses.
