1. Call to Order

4. Town Manager Report

Town Manager Maniscalco reported he has been working on the budget and distributed items:  Middlesex Country Revitalization Commission micro-loan information for small businesses; statistics for population trends, building permit trends (residential, commercial and other).  The group asked that the loan information be put on the Town website.  Ms. Perrotti volunteered to put in the River East News, with EDC as the contact.   
A motion was made by Ms. Perrotti that the EDC support the Middlesex County Revitalization Commission micro-loan Program, and publicize it so that businesses can utilize it, seconded by Mr. Tegolini, vote was unanimous in favor, motion passed. 
Mr. Coshow will follow-up with Danbury for possible resources.

6. Old Business
a. Update on Century 21 Map Sign

Ms. Perrotti provided some written ideas for the sign.  She is also proposing that it be self-funded, a small fee for being listed.  Volunteer help and sponsors would be sought.  The sign is on private property.  Plans for keeping it updated and use of funds were discussed.   Mr. Coshow will pursue resources for solar powered lighting for the sign.  After discussions, 
Mr. Coshow made a motion we move forward with the signs Ms. Perrotti presented to the Design Review Board and the bottom of the map says businesses listed pay a modest fee yearly to be listed; seconded by Mr. Csere, vote unanimous in favor, motion passed.  
Mr. Coshow mentioned that the State Routes (Route 16, 66, 161, 196) do not have street name signs at intersections.  He would like to see all traffic light controlled, and first intersections entering Town be named.

7. New Business

a. Public Utilities
Town Manager Maniscalco updated the Commission regarding the progress of the request for natural gas to be in East Hampton. 
Mr. Coshow distributed a CD containing the need for and feasibility study done by the Water Task Force to be discussed at the next EDC meeting. 
b. Planning & Zoning POR Zone Request
Mr. Csere circulated a form that could be sent to the present property owners regarding the proposed change of zoning.  
Ms. Perrotti made a motion to use this letter to move forward with this item, seconded by Mr. Coshow, vote was unanimous, motion passed.  

Town Manager Maniscalco indicated the letter could be produced and sent from his office. 
Mr. Coshow again discussed the signage on State roads intersecting with Town roads.  He has a map of locations he would like to see signage placed.  He suggested Public Works tour the locations and submit a cost of doing the work.  EDC asked Mr. Maniscalco to email Public Works and inquire as to why these locations are not signed with the name of the State road.  
8. Public Comments
Roland Rux, liaison from Planning and Zoning Commission stated the Commission is looking for direction as to how far down this zone would go.  It is the responsibility of the P&Z to discuss the recommendation from EDC, have a Public Hearing and move forward appropriately.  Mr. Tegolini stated the letter would seek out interest in possibly changing the zone.  Mr. Rux would like to see the property owners to be aware of the process.  A positive aspect would be that these properties have private wells.  
Kevin Reich, Town Council, would see a change like this as a positive one. 
Mr. Reich mentioned an informational meeting, next Monday, April 21, 2014, regarding the Rte.66, Rte. 196 interchange at the Library at 6:00 P.M.  All are welcome to attend.  Construction will be completed this summer.
