Minutes

1. Call to Order
This meeting was called to order by Mr. Coshow.  
2. Approval of Minutes
a. Regular Meeting of June 17, 2014
The minutes were unavailable for this meeting.  Approval will be on next month’s agenda.  Mr. Coshow would like to see the minutes of the meetings before the meeting.  

The Vice Chair Solomon arrived at 6:33 p.m. 

Ms. Perrotti made a motion to add an item under #5 Presentations, Mr. Gorick, the Lucky Goat Butcher Shop, seconded by Mr. Coshow.  Vote: Yes: 6, No: 0, Abstain: 0, motion passed.  
3. Public Comments – None 
4. Town Manager Report – Mr. Maniscalco discussed a private road report, where the roads could be accepted as a Town road while not conforming to the Road Standards.  Several concerns; i.e., liability, maintenance, etc. are involved.  Mr. Maniscalco also mentioned the enormity of the Road Projects ongoing in Town (both Town projects and State).  He also spoke of the beginning of the Brewer Road project, and the Sears Park beach project.  Town road and catch basin conditions were discussed.  
Mr. Coshow is writing a public relations piece for realtors, and will include the fact that the Town of East Hampton has been proactive in its approach to its infrastructure   
5. Presentations
Jim, Heidi and Matthew Gorick were present to explain his project at 38 West High Street, the Lucky Goat Butcher shop.  The applicant and family own the building.  An addition is proposed on the (right side-rear) of the present building.  He presented plans regarding the water situation, entrance and exit areas and the addition.  The plans must be submitted for variance, must go to Planning and Zoning.   There are no mapped wetlands on the property.  
This will be a 24’ area of meat, seafood and deli, a full kitchen, fourteen (14) eat-in seats, an outside picnic-style area.

The side entrance proposal has been proposed to the State; no decision has been made yet, but sight lines (bushes) might have to be adjusted.  The building will have a “front porch”, handicap ramp, possibly two (2) two-seater tables on the porch.  Projected opening date is December 2014.  

A motion was made by Ms. Perrotti to write a letter to P & Z supporting this plan for a butcher business development, and adding 10-15 (full and part-time) jobs, seconded by Mr. Coshow, Vote: Yes: 6; No: 0, Abstain: 0, motion passed. 
(Ms. Perrotti will draft letter for Mr. Solomon’s signature).   
Town Manager Maniscalco briefly explained assessment deferral process to the applicant. 
Ms. Perrotti has volunteered to help with publicity, in the form of an article in the Rivereast News. 
6. Old Business
a. Update on Century 21 Map Sign


It has been decided the sign be removed. (Refer to June 2014 minutes)
b. Planning & Zoning POR Zone Responses

We have not received any new responses.  Town Manager’s staff will be combining information into a chart.  Ms. Guerrero suggested a workshop on this topic.  
A motion was made by Mr. Coshow to have a workshop on POR Zone for Main Street, at our regular scheduled meeting (in September) with a press release and public notice prior, seconded by Ms. Perrotti, Vote: Yes: 6; No: 0, Abstain: 0, motion carried.  
Ms. Guerrero volunteered to spearhead this workshop. Ms. Perrotti will ask Mr. Carey to attend our September meeting.  
c. Update on Business Incentive Ordinance Operational Documents

Mr. Maniscalco and Mr. Gooch are working on this item and would like to keep it on the agenda until finished and brought to the meeting.
d. Design & Development of New Business Marketing Materials
Mr. Coshow read press release he developed regarding East Hampton’s ranking for real estate professionals.  This letter is in draft form at this time.  A bullet list will be created and discussed at next month’s meeting (all members will brainstorm before then).  This information can also be on our web page.  
7. New Business

Mr. Coshow questioned information regarding traffic counts on State routes.  

Ms. Guerrero asked what EDC does for businesses after they start-up.  A face-to-face visit from an EDC member would be accomplished.  Natural gas and water were discussed.  
The Rotary has EDC signage at Stop and Shop on their next agenda. 

Governor’s Tavern will be reopening soon.    
8. Public Comments
A citizen informed the Commission that the National Chamber of Commerce may be a good source of information on East Hampton.  He also gave Mr. Coshow the average-per-pupil cost for East Hampton.
