Bills and Communication:
NOFA received from CHFA regarding Housing Authority Small Improvement Program.  Matching funds from another source is a requirement.

J & L Green River Construction, LLC submitted a quote for the shingle removal for the claim against Georgia Pacific.  The quote was between $200 and $240.  Ms. Bobbi gave Mr. Borg the go ahead as soon as weather permits.

J&L Green River also submitted a quote to replace any damaged siding at Chatham Acres.

DECD sent notice of intent to adopt Regulations to State Statute regarding Tenants Rights.  Comments can be sent before Jan 30th.
DECD notification that state housing authorities that they will no longer have to pay the Administrative Service Fee effective January 1, 2012.  Amounts may be moved to Reserve Account.
Atlantic States Rural Water and Waste Water Assoc. have asked for a letter of support for their funding through an EPA grant.

Municipal Employees Retirement System has advised us that the participation cost for the employer will be 11.59% beginning July 1, 2012 and the administrative charge will be $230.

Cash Report: Ms. Bobbi presented the Bank Reconciliation for December 2011.  It will be filed for audit.

Old Business and New Business:

Mr. Denman also brought photos to the Board on the portion of the property where the right of way is located that will need to be addressed.   A motion was made by Ms. McLaughlin to proceed in finding a civil engineer.  Ms. Ewing seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  Ms. Bobbi will call DECD to see if they have any suggestions.
