Minutes:

Public Comment:
Resident from #9 Bellwood Court requested a new Shower attachment.  Unit #8 asked about a cable wire to extend into the bedroom as they hope to get another television.  Ms. Bobbi noted she is trying to find out how many residents want the second box right now for a possible bedroom hook up and has been in communication with Comcast since each apartment is entitled to the second box at no charge. 

Also #8 asked about a hose hookup.  We will have to purchase a double valve so that two hoses can be connected to the outside faucet.

Cash Report:
Ms. Bobbi presented the bank reconciliation for July 2014.  Board members reviewed and the report will be filed for audit.
Old Business and New Business:

 CDBG progress report:  The roofing is moving along and as of today there is ”E” building being done and then it will be the Community Room, Garage and two small sheds.
There were two bids on the paving and Ms. Bobbi is waiting for work back from the Architect after both firms have been checked out and the amount of the estimate for concrete curbs are settled.

Tenant in Chatham Acres has asked if he could put a small shed over the concrete slab that was once used for the antenna.  It is about 4’ X 4’.  Board members would like to resident to bring a drawing and present what the dimensions and materials will be at the next meeting.

Ever Bridge update information regarding the address for Chatham Acres residents and getting as many residents signed up so a notification can be used for just senior housing if necessary.  Ms. Bobbi has emailed the fire marshal with some questions but has not yet heard anything.

The notice for possible nominations for Tenant Commissioner was posted a couple of weeks ago.  As of now more than 10% of our residents have signed that they want to have nominations and then a possible election of a Tenant Commissioner for the 5 year term from Jan 1, 2015 to Dec. 31, 2019.
