Preliminary Review Survey of the site work and parking lot redesign for Bellwood has been received.  We will have a meeting hopefully after Easter with Lenard Engineering to discuss some possible revisions.
CHFA, James Welter, asked us to provide a letter allowing them to get quotes for appraisals of both properties which it seems they want since they are providing the loan portion of the deal.

Bid Solicitations were posted on the DAS website for a walkthrough that took place 3/24 and also a couple of other days for contractors to check the apartments due to the work being proposed.  A bid drop off is to be at Millennium Realty in Rocky Hill who will review the documents, do a check on the contractors to compile a list for us to consider.

Millennium, Steve Jayne, dropped off some sample cabinets and Ms. Bobbi is waiting for samples of countertops and flooring that we will show to the residents.
