The Meeting of the Town of Colchester – Town of East Hampton Joint Facilities Committee was held at the Colchester - East Hampton Waste Water Treatment Plant Meeting Room on Tuesday September 20, 2016 at 5:00 P.M. 

In Attendance: Daniel Valentine, John Suprono, Stephen Coyle, Ron Silberman and Mark Barmasse.
Other Attendee(s):  Tim Smith: Public Utilities Administrator, Scott Clayton: Plant Superintendent and James Paggioli, Public Works Director for the Town of Colchester.
1. Call to Order

Chairman Barmasse called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. 
2. Approval of Minutes
A. Regular Meeting of July 19, 2016.
Upon motion by Mr. Barmasse seconded by Mr. Silberman, the member’s approved the Meeting Minutes as amended. Vote: 5-0. Motion Passed.  
3. Report of Operations
Mr. Clayton went over the Joint Facilities Operations and Maintenance reports for July and August which included routine dewatering, JF vehicles maintenance and repairs, grinder pump/pipe repairs and pump station repairs.  More specific items reported were the digging on North Main near the Christopher Brook Bridge. Joint Facilities needed to locate the force main and the gravity main. Metal Sheeting was needed to protect pipes during reconstruction of the bridge. The manholes on RT 66 were inspected with the State during paving. Any manholes required to be raised were done. Low manholes were kept as is at ½ inch low. Also, there was an oil spill at Pine Trail Pump Station.  A truck crane blew the hydraulic line when lifting pump. Joint Facilities worked with Public Works to scoop dirt affected and re-stoned the driveway area. For complete detail, the reports have been made part of these minutes.

4. Budget Status

A. Operations Budget Status 15/16 and 16/17
Mr. Smith presented the expense budget status for the current 2016/17 fiscal year as well as the most update 2015/16 (unaudited) budget. There was a brief discussion of clarification of line items #5210 Medical Insurance-Increase, #5980 Res. for Capital & Non-Recurring-Increase and  #5430 Building and Equipment-Decrease, There was also a request by Mr. Coyle for the item # 4799 Interfund Service Revenue be labeled or include “Town of East Hampton” in its object name.  Copies distributed and made part of these minutes. 
5.  Executive Session (previously item 6)
 Motion was made by Mr. Barmasse, Approved by Mr. Suprono seconded by Mr. Silberman to enter into Executive Session at 5:35 p.m. Voted (5-0). Mr. Smith and Mr. Clayton were invited into Executive Session for Item 5A & 7A. Executive session ended at 6:06 p.m.
6. Resolution to approve CIP Projects for Bid.  (previously item 4A)
No need for resolution at this time, waiting on the completion of the RDT project.

7. Old Business (previously Item 5)
A. RDT project polymer resolution-Moved to Executive session 
Board authorizes management to proceed with project as discussed in Executive Session.
8. New Business (previously item 7)
A. Grievance-moved to Executive session

B. NACWA Peak Performance Award.

Acknowledgment went out to JF for receiving the NACWA (National Association of Clean Water Agencies) Peak Performance Award; this was awarded for receiving no violations of discharge permit in 2015.
