1.  Call to Order:  Vice Chair Petell called this regular meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

2.  Seating of Alternates – Mr. Mercieri was seated.
3.  Approval of Minutes 
A.  Minutes of July 19, 2012
Ms. Curtis made a motion to approve the minutes as written of the July19, 2012  meeting; seconded by Mr. Mercieri; Vote:  Yes:4; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed. 
4.  Communications and Liaison Reports – None 
Vice President Petell reported from IWWA that there is a four lot subdivision proposed at 1-3=1-7 Colchester Avenue.

6.  Plan Review 

a.  5 Sears Lane - Garage

Plans were shown and explained for a  two-car garage proposed on the site of an existing one-car garage, located 200’ from the Lake.  A tree would be removed.  He will be going to zoning next week.  Commissioners voted to send a letter of recommendation to the P & Z.  Mr. Petell is to write up this letter and pass it along to P & Z. 
Mr. Carbonell made a motion to accept the plans as presented, with a letter to P & Z from the Chair stating our approval, seconded by Ms. Curtis, Vote: Yes:4; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed. 
7.  Old Business

A.  Sub-Committee Report on Education (Carbonell, Mercieri, Curtis, Selavka, Petell)
Vice President Petell spoke of discussions had with people at Old Home Day booth after asking them their concerns.  About one hundred people stopped by.  One concern was limiting horsepower on boats and ban jet skis.  The other one was a smell he encountered near a catch basin on Lake Drive past Clark Hill Rd.  Mr. Hayden stated he believed the smell is stagnant water in the catch basin.  

Voting occurred for the mascot (total of 55):  The duck got 21; the frog 4; the turtle 12; character fish 13, Princess 1.  
Mr. Carbonell stated that while he commends the children for their involvement; he believes that going with the history of the Town, he spoke of the value of the Princess as the mascot.  

After discussion, it was the consensus of the Commission to table the vote on this issue until next month’s meeting.  
Mr. Mercieri showed the collage he made for Old Home Day of photos and the map of the trail. The Commission discussed the possibility of it being displayed in one of the Town buildings.  
Signs for the Trail, trailhead and parking are were discussed.
