MINUTES
Present: Chair Peter Zawisza, Vice Chair Allen Petell, Joe Carbonell, Irene Curtis, Joe Mercieri and Nancy Selavka (7:03 pm); Public Works Director Keith Hayden, Recording Clerk Jennifer Carducci and several members of the public.  
Absent:  Mark Niosi, Michael Brogan.  
1.  Call to Order:  Chair Zawisza called this regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Seating of Alternates – Joe Mercieri was seated.  
3.  Approval of Minutes – Minutes of November 8, 2012
Mr. Carbonell made a motion to approve the minutes as written of the November 8, 2012  meeting; seconded by Ms. Curtis; Vote:  Yes:4; No: 0; Abstain:1(Curtis), motion passed. 
4.  Communications and Liaison Reports 
Tonight’s applicants were discussed at IW last month, as reported by Mr. Petell. 

Mr. Petell reported an applicant from last month’s meeting, residing at 55 Day Point Road (application was “approved with conditions” did not receive his letter.  

Mr. Petell noted activity has ceased on the island (father went to Korea).
5.  Public Remarks – None 
6.  Plan Review 

a.  79 Spellman Point Road  
Homeowner (who is doing actual construction) is replacing a patio (in bad shape) and construct a ground-level deck (1-2’ off the ground, no roof), constructed of pressure treated wood.  Applicant has not finalized what he will put under the deck.  Deck will be 11’ from the Lake on one side and 7’ on the other.  Silt fencing and hay bales will be used during construction activities.  
Chair Zawisza urged applicant to consider installing stone if he takes up patio bricks (and disturbs area), thus dispersing the runoff.  

Mr. Mercieri made a motion to approve this plan; seconded by Ms. Selavka, Vote: Yes: 5; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed.  
b.  89 Spellman Point Road 
Ed Loveland, contractor, was present to explain the plan for removing a large chunk of concrete supporting the dock, which has been gently moving toward the house over years.  The plan is to remove it, using a jackhammer, by hand, and reconnect the dock further in.  He is looking into the use of a turbidity curtain (Public Works will find vendor name for contractor).  
After discussion, Mr. Carbonell made a motion to approve this plan, seconded by Ms. Curtis, Vote: Yes: 5, No: 0, Abstain: 0, motion passed.  
c.  114 Lake Drive 
Ed Loveland, contractor, was present to explain this project which will be to build a retention wall and then take away the slope for the parking of two cars.  During construction he will use hay bales and silt fencing.  The area is approximately 75’ off the Lake, the road is 90’.  The retaining wall, at its tallest is 3-1/2’.  There will be block with 1-3/4” inch stone, then fabric pipe, and gravel on the top (the parking surface).  Public Works Director Hayden will meet with the contractor at the site and Mr. Hayden will appraise Mr. Foran, Chair of I/W of requirement for an apron.  

After discussion, Ms. Curtis made a motion to accept the plan as presented, seconded by Vice Chair Petell, Vote: Yes: 0, No: 0, Abstain: 0, motion passed.  
7.  Old Business

a.  Sub-Committee Report on Education (Carbonell, Mercieri, Curtis, Selavka, Petell)
Mr. Mercieri and Barry Ford selected photos for Airline Trail project.  

Vice Chair suggested that the “big” sign at the Cranberry Bog not be taken down.  The Commission will check with the Town (Parks and Rec) for a determination.  Ideas for a bench were discussed.  
Mr. Mercieri had a meeting with Town Manager Maniscalco regarding issues the Commission is dealing with and also discussed new law on green space.  

A discussion on the budget for 2013-14 ensued.  An email will be circulated to all members to include items to request.  Public Works Director Hayden will work with the results and Finance Director Jylkka.  
A discussion regarding catch basins and drainage locations was discussed.  Where the drainage would go on Old Clark Hill Road, the sewer pipe is, so Public Works Director Hayden will have to investigate.  
Christopher Brook project was explained by Mr. Hayden to the Commission.  Fall of 2014 is anticipated construction date, since State approvals will take until that time.  The construction of the State project at Old Marlborough Road and Rte. 66 is also slated for 2014. 

8.  New Business 

a.  Response from Public Works Regarding Seven Hills Retention Basins 
Public Works Director Hayden explained that it is not clear why the basins do not appear to be collecting much water.  He is not sure there is a problem at Seven Hills.  In warmer weather he will run a dye test. The Commission is concerned and anxious for results.  Targeting education in this neighborhood may be a good idea.     
b. Water Sampling – Need Volunteers to Work/Train with George Knoecklien in spring.
Mr. Carbonell will take the lead with Dr. Knoecklien and has talked to him recently.  After the holidays a meeting will be held with the Town Manager, Dr. Knoecklien, Mr. Lee and the Commission to plan an educational direction.  
c.  Schedule Meeting with George Knoecklien to Inspect Water Testing Equipment (Repairing and Replacing).

Ms. Selavka will be setting up a meeting to go through all the equipment and obtain his advice as to what we need to be ready for spring testing.  Information will be gathered for the budgeting process.  

d.  Researching potential grants for water quality improvement and conservation purposes.
Comments from the Friends of the Lake meeting were that some of the members were not aware of what projects the Commission was working on.  The Friends was also interested in possibly funding a high school class’ effort to do monitoring.  
Public Works Director Hayden stated he would request 40,000 in capital for ten (10) catch basins.  He asked that the Commission support this capital request and supply locations.  

Vice Chair Petell stated that all the above locations could be plotted on the new GIS layer.  The conservation easements could be tied in with the wetland overview.

Motion to adjourn was made by Mr. Mercieri, seconded by Ms. Curtis, and the meeting was adjourned at 8:13 p.m.
