a. East Hampton High School Renovation Project – Presentation by SLAM Collaborative

A general overview of the project was given, discussion ensued regarding pervious/impervious surface area, parking area, drainage, future enrollment projections.  The design phase is not complete.

Public Works Director Sissick explained the project at Sears Park where the wall undermined from ice.  The proposal is to remove the wall and slope the beach.  Inland Wetlands viewed this as an emergency municipal repair.  It was conditionally approved with the stipulation that a maintenance plan be put in place.  Mr. Sissick stated that the gravel lot is not stabilized.  The work will be done from 6-23-14 to 7-3-14.
