1.  Call to Order 
This regular meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Chair Karlson.

4.  Staff Reports –  None
5.  Liaison Reports 
Ms. Karlson spoke of the project at 13 Summit.  There have been steps been taken by Mr. Zahavi, confirmed  by Town Manager Maniscalco, to secure a permit for a well, made a deposit and his Phase1A has been signed off on, forwarded to the State and he move ahead toward testing.  Ms. Dostaler requested that WPCA forward to this agency any communications/information they have or obtain.    
6.  Old Business
Peter Chiarizio, LEP with VHB in Middletown was present to present the final copy of the Supplemental Phase II investigation.  He will provide copies for the Town and will provide electronic copies as well.  He briefly explained “Table 7” (what he called the “road map for the future”) and areas of concern.  The Town will now review in detail, provide comments and it will be on to publication.  Financially, approximately $49,000 has been spent of the total approximate $57,000.  
Ms. Dostaler questioned Epoch Arts project, regarding the next steps to be taken.  Chair Karlson will send an e-mail to Elizabeth Namen.  It was suggested that the Agency share ideas with them in person.  Mr. Chiarizio will provide a one-page summary for Ms. Namen.  
The press release has gone out regarding 103 Main.  Chair Karlson commended Ms. Dostaler on her work on the release.  The watering of the plants has continued.  Mr. Hayden made a request regarding the spraying of the poison ivy; it was decided that the location was too close to the water.  Chair Karlson will call regarding environmentally sound manner; and mulch will be applied by Public Works.  
Ms. Dostaler reported that The Friends of the Village Center group has organized a Harvest Fest on 10-20-12 and have coordinated with Parks and Rec. regarding the ribbon cutting ceremony.  There will be local vendors, beer tasting, bands, pumpkin decorating, and a parade.  

7.  New Business  

a.  Watrous Street Inquiry Relating to Re-Use
Chair Karlson reported that Town Manager Maniscalco received a request from Matt Bevin regarding using site for employee parking.  Mr. Wolfram mentioned he had spoken with then Acting Town Manager Jylkka regarding the “emergency use” of this property.  The Town needs to have an access agreement with Bevin, lights will have to be installed, and the gates should be locked on the weekends.  Also, hazard communication, with documentation, is necessary with employees using the lot; some sort of spill plan, the Town needs to be listed on insurance as an additional insured, and there must be provisions for snow removal.  Other issues to be investigated are finances, limits of area of use, maintenance of surface, length of time, is there only one shift, how many cars would be parking there, and who will police the site for all the issues.  Chair Karlson volunteered to draft a preliminary letter to Mr. Bevin stating needs, concerns, etc. and will circulate it to the group.   
EPA is giving a couple of half-day workshops, regarding cleanup grants, assessments, etc.  Chair Karlson will be attending and would welcome others.
