Mr. Hayden reported that Epoch Arts obtained a STEAP Grant to repair their roof.  A meeting was held between the Town and Epoch Arts.  The documents and the funds have not yet been received.  Anchor Engineering will do a performance type bid spec for the project.

a.    USEPA Grant Status

Chair Karlson gave an update on the grant status.  After discussion, Mr. Bristol moved to request a one-year extension on the grant.  Note:  It will not hurt our chances of getting future grants; seconded by Mr. Wolfram, Vote:  Yes: 6; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed.  
6.  Old Business
a.  Epoch Arts Status

Chair Karlson gave an overview on status.  Ms. Sylvester reviewed the executive summary (finally submitted to us) which was not summarized, but contained an additional table.  The budget has been expended, the original amount has been invoiced and paid, and the vendor is proposing additional work. Their scope of work for $49,000 is essentially 52 soil samples.  

Discussions continued on the future focus of the work at Epoch Arts and the suitable direction of the vendor, the existing contract, the Town’s participation, and the development of economic development.  Mr. Wolfram will contact Elizabeth and Omar to schedule a meeting to discuss.  

Chair Karlson mentioned the Brownfields conference 5/15-5/17/13, and shared information with the Agency regarding the costs.  There will be interesting topics.  Mr. Wolfram is attending.  Chair Karlson will email all and discussed at the February meeting.

b.  103 Main Street Follow-up

The press release is done, and a quote was obtained from EPA.  A suggestion was made to make this release into a piece describing additional items, not only 103 Main, and a social media page for the Brownfields Redevelopment with information on activities.  Chair Karlson will ask Ms. Willson if she is willing to be the contact person.  
The developer of 13 Summit met with WPCA Administrator, his consultant and Keith Hayden met to discuss the scope of his project.  The water permitting process is holding up progress.  

The GIS flyover was discussed.
