4.  Staff Reports 

At this time, the Agency is without staff liaison, due to the resignation of Keith Hayden, Director of Public Works.  The position will be advertised until 5-3-13, at which time, applications will be reviewed and the interview process will begin.  A staff liaison will be appointed in the future.  
5.  Liaison Reports 
Chair Karlson and Ms. Willson attended the Brownfields Coalition of Northeast in Hartford.  Chair Karlson shared highlights. 
6.  Old Business
a.  Epoch Arts Status

Chair Karlson gave an update on Epoch Arts.  The final scope of work has been sent along to Town Manager on Wednesday for execution.  VHB contract says they can accomplish within 6-8 weeks and weekly calls will hold that schedule.  
7.  New Business
a.  2013 Brownfields Conference
Chair Karlson mentioned three members are attending the Brownfields Conference.  The remaining budget was discussed. As well as possible future projects.  

Mr. Bristol mentioned the need to obtain items for archival of Agency documents (file cabinet, external hard drive).  Ms. Willson will be archiving documents electronically.  Quotes will be obtained for scanning large documents/maps, etc.     

Mr. Bristol made a motion to have Ms. Willson work with Chair Karlson to identify equipment needs and services required and appropriate expenditures up to $500 for equipment; seconded by Ms. Sylvester; Vote: Yes: 4; No:0; Abstain: 0, motion passed.   

Assessment of groundwater was written into grant last year.  Monitoring wells could be placed on Town property.   This could provide potential sources of contamination is (or is not) and where it is going.  

Another project could be regarding Pocotopaug Creek.  Between Rte. 16 and the Lake there are  seven (7) dams, in various states of repair/operation.  Suggested was look at them for dam removal and fish restoration.  There are significant grant monies available for restoring fish passage.  Ownership of each dam would have to be established.  Feasibility would need to be established.  Further discussions ensued regarding possible future projects and sites.  
Chair Karlson made a suggestion to form a committee to investigate and assess what a potential scope of work would look like if we were to do a groundwater evaluation in the Village Center.
Ms. Willson will be cleaning/pruning at 103 Main Street flower beds on 5-5 and 5-5-13.  Public Works will fix the grass at the 103 Main Street parking lot and will keep an eye on the pavement for problems.
