5.  Liaison Reports 
Chair Karlson reported that she, Mr. Wolfram, Mr. Bristol and Mr. DeMore attended the EDC meeting as Town Manager Maniscalco was looking for input regarding 13 Summit Street.  [This project was denied by the State for available water (on 2-14-13 the denial followed unsuccessful sanitary radius for the project as it was previously proposed).  Developer is scaling project back to thirty one (31) two-bedroom condo units (total yield is 6,975/day for total housing – 225 per unit per day.)]   The Brownfields Redevelopment members spoke to EDC regarding the need for invigorating activity in the Village Center and the addition of residential units would help to do that. 
Ms. Dostaler attended the Town Council meeting where Town Manager Maniscalco presented his information regarding the water at 13 Summit Street.

It was noted that there have been other requests for water from this system other than the present proposed project.
