New Business
1 Watrous Street
Ms. Karlson stated that the work done by Fuss and O’Neill, there will be approximately $5,500 left in the grant, which must be used by 9-30-15.
Town Manager Maniscalco gave a background on the water tower at 1 Watrous Street.  The Town expended approximately $200,000 to take the tower down.  This task was costly due to the tower’s proximity to power, Eversource turned the area’s power off, the inside of the tank was very deteriorated, the location needed protection due to traffic, a large crane was set up, police and fire personnel were necessary on site, the large weight (25,000#) lifted by the crane making extra safety precautions necessary, etc.  Mr. Maniscalco also discussed the orders from the Judge, reimbursement for the Town’s costs.  
Discussions occurred regarding the listing of the Brownfields sites researched and listed may be of help indicating location(s) for potential efforts, the Brownfields sites update, and the Brownfields Redevelopment website update

Also discussed were various sites and their present conditions.

(Ms. Sylvester arrived and assumed Chair.)
Ms. Wilson mentioned the GIS could be updated.  
EPA would approve of the use of vendors on the DAS short list.  Contact could be made, a short scope of work requested for an inventory of the balance of the brownfield sites and development of GIS layer.
