Call to Order & Pledge of Allegiance

Chairperson Moore called the special meeting to order at 6:35 p.m. in the East Hampton Town Hall Meeting Room.

Authorization for Town Manager to Write Letter of Support for Housing Authority Grant
Judie Bobbi from the Housing Authority provided an overview of another grant that they will be pursuing for upgrades to Bellwood Court and Chatham Acres.
A motion was made by Mrs. Anderson, seconded by Mr. Hintz, to authorize the Town Manager to write a letter of support for the Housing Authority grant.  Voted (7-0)
Update on MIRMA 
Mr. Maniscalco reviewed documents related to the Municipal Interlocal Risk Management Agency (MIRMA).  The documents will be included with the minutes filed in the Town Clerk’s Office.  Recently MIRMA held an annual meeting of their board where they made a proposal to sell out all remaining liabilities to a private company.  This would result in a final payment for the town of $72,384.  If it is decided not to sell out the remaining liability, all of the member towns will still be required to pay close to $300,000 in administrative costs yearly and an equal share of the liability for an undetermined amount of time.  Mr. Maniscalco asked that the Council decide how he should vote at the upcoming meeting. It was also noted that East Hampton is just one vote among 65 other towns.
A motion was made by Mr. Visintainer, seconded by Mr. Pfaffenbach, to authorize the Town Manager to vote in favor of a buyout from MIRMA.  Voted (7-0)
