Bids & Contracts 
Bid Award for State Project No. 41-116 Brewer Road
The Town, through Midstate Regional Planning Agency, submitted an application to ConnDOT for roadway improvements under the STP Urban program.  The project is located on Brewer Road from Mott Hill to White Birch Road, approximately 2200 feet.  The project is considered pavement rehabilitation with reimbursable funding split 80% Federal and 20% Town.  

A motion was made by Mr. Pfaffenbach, seconded by Mr. Visintainer, to award the contract for the construction of State Project No. 41-116, Pavement Rehabilitation of Brewer Road to DeRita & Sons Construction Co., Inc. in the amount of $361,418.00.  Voted (7-0)

Town Manager Report 

Emergency Management Drill
A statewide emergency management drill was held on Saturday, June 21st.  Index cards with all town vehicles and equipment were created to be able to more accurately allocate resources to the various events occurring throughout the “disaster”.  It was a good event.  There is some room for improvement including a communication issue that will be looked into.
Update on Sears Park Beach Repair
The beach repair at Sears Park began on Monday, June 23rd.  Notice has been placed in all municipal facilities that the beach will have limited access during construction. A deal has been worked out with a beach association near the park to allow summer campers the ability to still swim.  Campers will be bussed back and forth to the beach.  Work is scheduled to be complete by July 3rd.
Road Project Update
The road work for the summer started on Hog Hill.  There were questions regarding whether Collie Brook Road will be paved completely.  It was recommended that Mr. Sissick review the full road list.
Personnel Search
Public Utilities Administrator – Two meetings have been held with WPCA and Joint Facilities.  The committee includes representatives from the regional group.
Parks & Recreation Director – The position has been posted both internally and externally.  The plan is to have a small interview panel to narrow the candidates down to two finalists from which Mr. Maniscalco will choose.
RiverCOG Executive Director – The Council of Governments is searching for a new Executive Director and Mr. Maniscalco is on the search committee.  Unfortunately the former Executive Director who had been ill has passed away.
Private Roads
Mr. Maniscalco has heard from several residents that live on private roads and they want the Town to repave them.  In order for the Town to do this they would need to be accepted as a Town road.  There are road standards that would need to be met that many of the private roads would not be able to meet.  This item will be discussed further at the July 22nd meeting.
Goals & Priorities – Coordinated Fleet Management
As part of the Goals and Priorities, staff completed a comprehensive audit of all town vehicles and prepared a recommended vehicle/equipment replacement plan.  The reports will be included with the minutes filed in the Town Clerk’s Office.
Goals & Priorities – Long Term Capital Plan
This item was discussed earlier in the meeting.
