Call to Order & Pledge of Allegiance

Chairperson Moore called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. in the Town Hall Meeting Room.
Adoption of Agenda

A motion was made Mr. Hintz, seconded by Mr. Visintainer, to adopt the agenda with the addition of the Town Council Budget Policy Statement.  Voted (7-0)
Approval of Minutes  
A motion was made by Mr. Hintz, seconded by Mrs. Anderson, to approve the minutes of the Town Council Special Meeting of November 18, 2014 as written.  Voted (7-0)
The approval of the minutes of the Town Council Regular Meeting of November 25, 2014 was tabled to the next meeting.
Presentations 
Special Thank You to Don Coolican
Chairperson Moore thanked Mr. Coolican for his many years of service to the town which began in 1980 and presented him with a card.  Mr. Coolican spoke briefly of his service to the town and looks forward to change.

Presentation on Christopher Brook
Matt Brown of Anchor Engineering presented the council with an updated design for the proposed work.  A lengthy discussion ensued regarding the closure of the road, construction season with regard to when the work would start and emergency access in the event the road is shut down for a period of time.  
A motion was made by Mr. Hintz, seconded by Mr. Reich, to approve that the town request approval from DOT to proceed with construction as quickly as it can in 2015, and if it is very clear that there is no way to get two-way traffic open by December 1, 2015, the town prefers to put off bidding until the next construction season.  Voted (7-0)

Approval of Contract with Fuss & O’Neill
It was confirmed that the amount of $29,460 will be used for groundwater testing at new locations in the Village Center and be paid from the remaining balance of the EPA grant.

Resolution for Performance Incentive Program – RiverCOG
Mr. Maniscalco advised that this is a grant opportunity in the amount of $275,000 that must be applied for by multiple municipalities for Inland Wetland for GIS, Tourism and a Cooperative Flyover.  

A motion was made by Mr. Visintainer, seconded by Mr. Pfaffenbach, to direct the Town Manager to apply for the grant in the amount of $275,000.  Voted (7-0)
Continued Business 
Continued Discussion of Brewer Road
Mr. Philhower presented his concerns to Mr. Sissick as to why the grading was increased so much.  Mr. Sissick explained the increase was based on requirements from the DOT.  Mr. Sissick advised that he met with the property owner and the Town will be correcting the issues.  With regard to the boulder, Mr. Sissick will have it removed from the property.

EDC Survey/Other Surveys
Each council member expressed their concerns regarding surveys.  It was agreed that Mr. Maniscalco will draft a policy for council review and will advise the EDC not to send its survey.
