Five RFP’s were received for the Facilities Evaluation.  Copies were provided to each Council member.

Update on Distribution of Citizens Guide to the Budget
The Citizens Guide is being photocopied in black and white to be inserted into the Rivereast for all East Hampton, Cobalt and Middle Haddam residents for April 24th.
Update on Natural Gas RFP

The RFP for boiler conversion for the natural gas project was posted on Thursday, April 9th.  There was a walkthrough on Monday, April 13th.  Five firms participated in the walkthrough.  Two did not complete the walkthrough and the other three indicated they could not do several of the large boilers. One line in the RFP indicates that the bid can be broken down into smaller contracts but the larger companies would rather bid on the entire project.  There was a question whether there should be an addendum done to extend the due date, to allow one bid rather than smaller bids and to have another walk through.  It was agreed that we will wait until the bids come in.
Update on Airline Trail Extension

Meetings were held with DEEP.  They are planning to start in the fall of 2015 with completion in the spring/summer of 2016.  The extension will run from the Village Center to Aldens Crossing.
Other
The track event at the High School over the weekend had a few issues including blocked exits for safety vehicles and some Health department issues.
The lake will be drawn down for the Route 66/196 intersection project to allow them to drop in the headwall.

The Lt. Governor and Representative Ziobron are looking into the STEAP grant awards.

The new project management company for the High School building project is Strategic Business Solutions.  They have jumped right into the work flow.
