Award Bid for Natural Gas Boilers

The bid for the natural gas boiler conversion was put out to bid a second time after only one bid was received.  Again, one bid was received from Sav More Cooling & Heating of Southington.  The Council members discussed the bid and the alternates proposed.

Review and Discuss Draft of Special Events Public Safety Ordinance
Mr. Maniscalco reviewed the draft of the Special Events Public Safety Ordinance.  He had spoken with Glenn Gustine of Nelson’s Campground regarding the ordinance.  His only suggestion was to take out the words “day to day” related to the normal operations of the hosting organization.  The Council discussed the number of persons at an event for the ordinance to be geared toward.  1000 persons was decided upon.

Everbridge
The Council members discussed the operation of the Everbridge system and the online sign up.  There were questions regarding residents being called twice for one notification.  The representative from Everbridge will be asked to attend an upcoming meeting for a presentation.

Response to Parks & Recreation Advisory Board Letter Regarding Special Revenue Fund Policy
The Parks & Recreation Advisory Board sent a letter to the Town Council regarding their concerns with the Special Revenue Fund Policy as it relates to the Parks & Recreation funds.  They have requested to be exempted from the Special Revenue Fund Policy. 
The Council members requested that the Parks & Recreation Advisory Board attend the next Council meeting to review the Special Revenue Fund Policy.  Mr. Philhower also requested a report of how the account has accumulated over the last five years.
Discussion of Hometown Heroes
Mrs. Moore discussed the Hartford Courant’s Hometown Heroes.  She would like the Council members to consider this type of program in East Hampton.  It will be discussed further at a future meeting.

Update on CT Yankee Fuel Storage Meeting
Mr. Maniscalco attended the CT Yankee Fuel Storage meeting.  After last year’s meeting, additional security measures are being put in place to protect the canal side of the property and the buoys will be removed from the river and stored on sight in case there is a need for redeployment.
Appointment to Chair Chatham Health Personnel & Budget Committee
Mr. Maniscalco was appointed as the Chairman of the Personnel Budget Committee for the Chatham Health District.
The job posting for the Building Planning Zoning Official has closed.  Approximately 17 applications were received.  Mr. Philhower and Mr. Visintainer will be on the interview committee.

Legislation is being proposed regarding “Mental-Mental” and Cancer Presumption for police and fire personnel.  The Council members would like to go to Hartford to meet with Melissa Ziobron and Art Linares regarding this legislation.
