Building Department Reorganization & New Job Description
Mr. Maniscalco thanked Mr. Philhower and Mr. Visintainer for their assistance with the development of new job descriptions and the reorganization of the Building Planning Zoning Department.  With the recent retirement of the Building Planning & Zoning Administrator there were no applicants with an expertise in all three of the identified professions.  As a result, a reorganization of the department and new job descriptions were developed.  The changes were received well by the employees and the bargaining unit.  The Council will vote on the changes at the next meeting.  
Consideration of Request from Tom Seydewitz 
Tom Seydewitz, an alternate on the High School Building Committee, submitted a letter to the Town Council requesting that the alternate members of the committee become full voting members, changing the committee from seven members to nine members.  Mr. Maniscalco explained that a formal resolution would need to be drafted to amend the original resolution.  The resolution would need to be reviewed by the attorney to confirm that it meets the needs of the State due to the specific requirements of the High School project.  Council members questioned the need to eliminate the alternates and make them full members.  On other boards, the alternates fully participate in sub-committees and discussions but only vote when needed to make a quorum.  By consensus it was determined that no action would be taken on changing the number of members on the committee. 
Town Manager Report 

Update on Financing of Natural Gas Boilers
The financing documents for the natural gas boilers have been signed.  The Town Manager is in the process of signing the contract with the contractor.
Update on Town Wide Road Project
1. Natural Gas Installation
The road contractors are working rapidly.  There are at least 5 work sites in progress.  CNG has been issued their permit to work on State roads. They are only allowing the contractors to work on the State roads at night and on weekends.

2. Route 66/196

The construction has moved to the south side of the project.  There could be some backups toward Town Hall.  They estimate completion in the spring of 2016.

3. South Wangonk Drainage and Paving

Public Works has begun drainage and paving work on South Wangonk.

Monitoring is being done bi-weekly.  The blue-green algae level has been increasing but is still very low.  Additional information regarding blue-green was provided to Council members and is posted on the town website.
