Call to Order & Pledge of Allegiance

Chairperson Moore called the special meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. in the Sears Park Pavilion.
Discussion of Parks & Recreation Special Revenue Fund Policy with the Board of Finance and Parks & Recreation Advisory Board
Jaime Krajewski, Director of Parks & Recreation, provided an overview of programming explaining that the fees for programs are designed to cover the cost of the programming, making the programming portion of Parks & Recreation self-sustaining.  Rich Norkun, Chairman of the Parks & Recreation Advisory Board provided a history of the Special Revenue Fund.  He noted many other towns have adopted this type of fund for programming.  If funds from the Special Revenue Fund are needed for projects other than a program the request goes to Board of Finance and Town Council for approval.

Members of Town Council, Board of Finance and the Parks & Recreation Advisory Board provided their thoughts on the policy.
A motion was made by Mr. Visintainer, seconded by Mr. Pfaffenbach, Resolved, the Town Council adds a third category to the Special Revenue Fund Definition section.  The third category shall be “funds generated from user fees for which the user receives a direct benefit (i.e. Recreational Park Program).  Furthermore, remove the following reference in the Policy Section “or 3.5% of the Parks & Recreation Budget”.  Voted (4-3) Mrs. Moore, Mr. Reich, Mr. Pfaffenbach and Mr. Visintainer in favor; Mrs. Anderson, Mr. Hintz and Mr. Philhower against.

Prior to the vote on the motion the following amendment was made and voted on.

An amendment to the motion was made by Mrs. Anderson, seconded by Mr. Philhower, Resolved, that the Town Council send the Special Revenue Fund Policy back to the Board of Finance and consider adding a third category to the Special Revenue Fund definition section.  The third category should be funds generated from user fees for which the user receives a direct benefit.  Furthermore consider removing the following reference in the Policy Section “or 3.5% of the Parks & Recreation Budget” and furthermore designate a more timely review period.  Voted (3-4) Mrs. Anderson, Mr. Hintz and Mr. Philhower in favor; Mrs. Moore, Mr. Reich, Mr. Pfaffenbach and Mr. Visintainer against.

Following the adjournment of the meeting, Jaime Krajewski provided a tour of Sears Park.
