Chairperson Anderson called the Public Hearing to order at 6:20 p.m. in Town Hall Meeting Room.
Public Hearing
Regionalization of East Hampton Dispatch with Glastonbury and the Inter-Municipal Agreement
Mr. Maniscalco provided an overview of the process with the regionalization of dispatch with Glastonbury.  The Town of Glastonbury is also having a Public Hearing tonight.  The inter-municipal agreement will be voted on in April by both towns.
Marty Swan, West High Street, asked if the cost per year for dispatch will be $215,000, if the cost for infrastructure is $550,000 and if the cost for the dispatcher’s salary is included in the $215,000.  Mr. Maniscalco answered yes to all three questions with the clarification that the infrastructure is $555,000.  Mr. Swan also noted that the Police Department and Fire Department don’t talk on the radio.  He stated that the amount of money to move dispatch to Glastonbury is very high and he won’t support it.
Mary Bona, Flanders Road, asked why an RFP was not done for dispatch.  Mr. Maniscalco indicated that it would take too much time for the RFP process.  He also noted that dispatch is more challenging for East Hampton as there is Police, Fire and Ambulance.  He also noted that if KX were continuing, the costs would have risen to $209,000 per year. 
Chairperson Anderson closed the Public Hearing.
