The Meeting of the Town of East Hampton Water Pollution Control Authority was held at the Colchester - East Hampton Waste Water Treatment Plant Meeting Room on Tuesday, September 1, 2015 at 6:00 P.M.

1. Call to Order

“Chairman pro-tem” Valentine called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. 
A. Election of Officers 
Upon a motion by Mr. Suprono, seconded by Mr. Nesci, the member’s elected Mr. Valentine as Vice Chairman of the EH WPCA until which time the need arises to change this election. Vote 4-0.
 Upon a motion by Mr. Nesci, seconded by Mr. Valentine, the member’s elected Mr. Barmasse to continue as Chairman of the EH WPCA until which time the need arises to change this election. Vote 5-0.
2. Approval of Minutes

A. Regular Meeting of August 4, 2015

Upon a motion by Mr. Nesci, seconded by Ms. Comisky, the member’s approved    the Meeting Minutes as amended from August 4, 2015. Vote 5-0.

Motion Passed.
B. Special Meeting of August 18, 2015

Upon a motion by Mr. Nesci, seconded by Mr. Suprono, the member’s approved the Meeting Minutes as amended from August 18, 2015. Vote 2-0-3 (Ms. Comisky, Mr. Wright and Mr. Valentine abstained.)

Motion Passed.
3. Public Remarks

None

4. Review of Correspondence

Mr. Smith shared a list of correspondence for the months of August 2015 (made part of these minutes). After review, members discussed the following correspondence in more detail:

8/25 – Re: Hampton Woods Developers Permit Agreement bond amount. Also covered under item D1 of this meeting agenda. 
8/26 - Re: DPH results of Town Center mapping and estimate request on expanding the Town Center water system.  The Town has been tasked with providing estimates to provide Food Bag with water given their well has dried up and a new one cannot be drilled. Mr. Smith shared 3 options that are being investigated:
1) Going up Bevin Blvd and obtaining an easement from Eversource (approx 19 customers)

2) Going up Main Street and down E. High Street to Food Bag (aaprox: 45 customers)

3) Tapping into or buying Stop & Shops water system and extending to Food Bag. 
While Food Bag closing is not a viable option for the owner nor the Town, options are still being reviewed. 

5. Discussion/Action on the following Committee Reports
A. Joint Facilities Committee

While there has not been a Joint Facilities Meeting since last WPCA meeting, Mr. Smith informed members that there are no issues to report.  
B. Operations, Management & Budget Committee

1) 15/16 Budget 
Mr. Smith shared the reports for the FY 2015/2016. He pointed out that the reason we see some line items in the WPCA budget listed already at 100%, just one month into the year, is because they are items that are automatically remitted to the Town at the beginning of the FY (ex: differed comp, inter-fund service charges, etc.) and at this point there is not anything of concern that needs to be addressed. As the water budgets (VC and RO) were presented however, he highlighted many issues that have “plagued” the Royal Oaks System causing unexpected expenses. He also stated that it is just too early in the year to be able to predict and reductions in other areas to balance out. He also reminded members that this is the first year without the Town’s subsidy which will also make the year end numbers interesting. Revenues were not discussed as there was nothing to revue this early in the year.  
C. Public Water Systems 

Mr. Smith provided the Daily Operation & Treatment Logs (made part off these minutes) to aid this discussion. 
1) Village Center 
Nothing to highlight. Everything running as expected. 
2)  Royal Oaks 
Mr. Smith informed the members that the source of the 22% of unaccounted for water has been located and isolated so this number will be considerably less next month. 
3) Hampton Woods

Nothing new to Report. Project is moving forward as expected.
4) Villages at Long Crossing

No Update 

5) Municipal Water System

While there was not a Task Force Meeting in the month of August, the next meeting is scheduled for September 10, 2015. Mr. Smith informed the members that the Draft RFI for potential water system “partners” will be reviewed at the September meeting. 
D. Sewer Development

1) Hampton Woods Sewer System
In following with discussion from agenda item 4 in regard to correspondence from 8/25, Mr. Smith shared documentation received from the Law Firm of Boscarino, Grasso and Twachtman on behalf of Mr. Carli disputing what bond amount is required and when it must be paid (citing recent changes in statutes). Mr. Smith informed the member that he has spoken with the Town Manager and will be reaching out to the law firm the Town has on retainer for assistance with the matter. He also assured the members that any legal fees incurred by the WPCA in regard to this matter will be covered under developer agreement.   
6. Old Business

7. New Business

A. Appointment of Member to Joint Facilities

Upon a motion by Mr. Nesci, seconded by Mr. Wright the member’s approved the appointment of Mr. Suprono to the Joint Facilities as the third East Hampton member. Vote 4-0. Motion Passed.
8. Recess Meeting to Conduct Public Hearing
Upon a motion by Mr. Suprono, seconded by Ms. Comisky and unanimously carried the meeting was recessed at 6:51 p.m. in order to conduct the Public Hearing and then reconvene to complete this Regular Meeting.
Upon a motion by Ms. Comisky, seconded by Mr. Nesci and unanimously carried the meeting was reconvened at 7:21 p.m. in order to complete this Regular Meeting.

9. Establish Sewer Use Rate for 2015/16
Upon a motion by Mr. Nesci, seconded by Mr. Wright the members approved the following proposed sewer use fees:
Effective October 1, 2015 the annual sewer user fee for gravity connections be increased by $15.00 from $330.00 to $345.00/EDU and for those properties served by grinder pumps maintained by the WPCA the fee will remain the same at $125.00/EDU. 

For those properties served by grinder pumps maintained by the WPCA the sewer use fee will be $345.00/EDU plus $125.00 for maintenance totaling $470.00.
Vote: 5-0. Motion Passed. 

10. Adjournment
Mr. Suprono made a motion to adjourn that was seconded by Mr. Nesci and unanimously carried; the meeting was adjourned at 7:22 p.m.
