The Meeting of the Town of East Hampton Water Pollution Control Authority was held at the Colchester - East Hampton Waste Water Treatment Plant Meeting Room on Tuesday, December 1, 2015 at 6:00 P.M.

1. Call to Order

Chairman Barmasse called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. 
2. Approval of Minutes

A. Regular Meeting of November 3, 2015

Upon a motion by Mr. Wright, seconded by Mr. Suprono, the member’s approved    the Meeting Minutes as presented. Vote 5-0.  Motion Passed.
B.  Special Meeting of November 17, 2015
Upon a motion by Mr. Wright, seconded by Mr. Suprono, the member’s approved    the Meeting Minutes as presented. Vote 5-0.  Motion Passed.
3. Public Remarks
None

4. Review of Correspondence

Mr. Smith shared a list of correspondence for the month of November 2015 (made part of these minutes). After review, members discussed the following correspondence in more detail:

11/16 – Re: Corrosion Control Treatment Recommendation for Royal Oaks Water System. Mr. Smith informed the members that all necessary measures to resolve the situation were carried out and no new “exceedances” have been found. The Corrosion Control Treatment Recommendation has, therefore, been suspended. 

11/4 – 11/17 - Re: correspondence with Lucid Energy in regard to the possibility of turbine application being used for discharge at the plant. Mr. Smith informed members that after review, the plant is not a candidate for this type of application due to lower than required flow. 
11/18 – Re: a proposal by the Town of Portland / St. Clements Castle to connect a sewer main to the EHCJFC and the question of whether it should involve discussion with EHCJFC or EHWPCA. After discussion, 
it was determined that more discussion would need to be had on this topic along with some review of documentation (facility plan, etc.). It was agreed that Mr. Smith would have the Portland Representatives come to the January WPCA meeting to discuss prior to meeting with the Joint Facilities Committee on January 19th.
5. Discussion/Action on the following Committee Reports 

A. Joint Facilities Committee
Chairman Barmasse and Mr. Smith provided an overview of the November 17th Joint Facilities meeting by referring to the September and October Operations Reports the Plant Superintendent had distributed and made part of the minutes of the November 17th, 2015 Joint Facilities Committee.  
B. Operations, Management & Budget Committee
1) Budget Status

Mr. Smith shared the reports for the FY 2015/2016 as of 11/23/2015 (made part of these minutes). While there was no significant change from the last review, Mr. Smith confirmed that line item 5893 Claims and Settlements in the WPCA Operating and VC Water System budgets reflected the OSHA fines that had been paid. He also agreed that, per Mr. Nesci’s request, he would provide not only expenditures but also revenue report(s) at the January Meeting.
C. Public Water Systems
1) Village Center 
Mr. Smith informed the members that there were some leaks (pin holes) found in copper pipes that still exist. He was then encouraged to look into PEX piping rather than PVC piping as replacement.
2)  Royal Oaks 
Mr. Smith informed the members that while no issues currently exist, he is still working on a documented improvement plan with associated cost(s). 
3) Hampton Woods

Mr. Smith informed members that DPH and PURA have approved the build of the water system. So, once the sewer work is complete, the developer will move forward with the water system (weather permitting). 
4) Villages at Long Crossing

5) Municipal Water System

Mr. Smith and Chairman Barmasse have been requested to

attend the 12/8/15 Town Council meeting to answer any question the Council may have before voting on approval to advertise. 
D. Sewer Development

1) Hampton Woods Sewer System
Mr. Smith informed members that sewer system development is moving along. He then informed them that during the first CLA inspection, it was determined that the wrong bedding material was put around the pipe (sand instead of stone). As a result, the developer was required to remove the sand from the sides and top and replace with stone. Finally, Mr. Smith informed him that connection to the manhole (westbound lane of rt. 66) was being planned.  
2) Portland Water and Sewer

6. Old Business 
A. Royal Oaks Water Quality
In following with the discussion under agenda item 5C2 above, Mr. Smith informed members that he and Mr. Valentine visited the Royal Oaks facilities to evaluate ways to increase filtration. Discussion also touched on cost implications and user impact and the possibility of, once an improvement plan is documented, asking Town Council to possibly seek public input through a Town Meeting type scenario with R.O. residents.
