1. Call to Order

Chairman Barmasse called the meeting to order at 6:07 p.m. 
2. Approval of Minutes

A. Regular  Meeting December 6, 2016
Upon a motion made by Chairman Barmasse of approval of minutes as amended, Motion approved by Mr. Valentine, seconded by Mr. Suprono.  
Vote 3-0 Motion Passed.  1 Abstained.
3. Review of Correspondence (previously item 4)
No correspondence
4. Committee Reports (previously item 5)
A. Joint Facilities Committee:
Joint Facilities Committee did not met in December. Nothing new to report since November 15th meeting. 
B. Operations, Management & Budget

1. Budget Status 
Revenue and expenses are currently in line for the year. Mr. Suprono had questions regarding the workman’s comp (line# 5260) and pension (line# 5230) negative amounts listed on the WPCA expense report.  Mr. Smith explained that the workman’s comp status amount was because the annual amount is taken all at one time.  And the pension status is from of the retirement of Gary Guynn. 
During the review of the ROWS water budget (line# 5430), Mr. Smith noted that one large expense for the current fiscal year will be for the Green Sand Filter.  With a cost of approx. 5K to 7K it may create an overage for the end of the year. 
5. Public Remarks (previously item 3)
Huntington Voelker of 52 Chestnut Hill Rd East Hampton voiced his concerns of lack of water in the town and what is being done to address the problem. 

He mentioned that there is a well on the American Legion property at 55 Main St that may be available to the town for town water. The American Legion property is current being used by the organization as well as a day care and the Board of Education. 

Mr. Smith will contact the appropriate parties to check out the well and to see how much water it produces. Mr. Barmasse also reported to Mr. Voelker that the Water Development Task Force is currently researching the possibility of interconnecting individual wells for the purpose of town water use.     

C. Public Water Systems 
1. Village Center Water System Operations

No issues or concerns to report.
2. Royal Oaks Water System Operations
System has been running fine. Mr. Smith reiterated that the Green Sand Plus will be rebuilt in the spring.
3. Hampton Woods Water System
No Activity. Project is still on hold.  Mr. Smith noted that if the owners can get bond paid, the DOT will release the project and the work can move forward.
4. Municipal Water System Update
The Water Development Task committee received request for proposals (RFP) from 5 consulting firms for the engineering study on the Interconnection of the Royal Oaks and Town Center Water System. 

The WDTF will meet on January 12th to make their selection and create a scope of work. Mr. Smith and Chairman Barmasse will be meeting with the Town Council on January 24, 2017 with an update. 
D.) Sewer Development
1. Hampton Woods Sewer System
Project is still on hold
2. Portland Sewer Commission
Mr. Smith spoke to Rick Kelsey, Portland Director of Public Works regarding the sewer agreement. Mr. Kelsey said that St Clements hasn’t done anything to date so, Portland has placed the project on hold till they hear from St Clements.
