Underage Drinking and Other Drug Use Regional Grant Opportunity:  Discussion on the MA 
Department of Public Health Bureau of Substance Abuse Services’ Substance Abuse and Mental 
Health Services Administration grant which are available by application from regional clusters 
only.  The grant will develop a strategic plan to implement policy, systems and environmental 
changes to counteract underage drinking and drugging.  Gloucester, which has had this funding
