Supervisor Mosher called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM and gave the Invocation and Roy DeLarm was asked to lead us in the Pledge of Allegiance.



Supervisor Mosher asked the Town Clerk, Linda C. Neals, to call the roll.  Everyone was present and accounted for.

November 16, 2005
Supervisor Mosher along with Jamie MacFarland and Joan Szablewski presented the following proclamation to the Glenville Rotary.

Supervisor Mosher – “The next item is a presentation by Saratoga Associates regarding the proposed fire training facility.  I would like to ask Councilman Russo to introduce our speakers.”


Councilman Russo – “Since 2004 there has been a lot of publicity on this proposed public safety training center, which was formerly organized by the Glenville Fire Training Facility Inc.


This is a very good project for the Town of Glenville and there are a number of people involved who have spent many hours and talent in bringing this project to this phase, the public presentation phase.



I would like to take just one minute to thank all the members of the Glenville Committee, the members of the Consortium, especially Dr. David Hennesy and Edward Baker of Schenectady Community College and also a very good friend of mine recently Pat Smith from the Zone Five Police Academy.



Throughout this past summer we have been meeting regularly with Saratoga Associates to enable them to put our ideas and needs together in one document and be able to make tonight’s presentation.  Before they do theirs I have asked Arnold Briscoe who is Vice-President of our Committee to make a short presentation on the background that lead to this.”



Arnold Briscoe – “Thank you for having me here tonight.  I would like to give you a brief history on this project.  How it started, what happened along the way and where we are now before Saratoga Associates officially does their presentation?



Where it started was about ten years ago.  Some of the firefighters got together and discovered that we needed some extensive fire fighter training through the County as well as the Town.  We needed hands on experience with live fire and rescue with controlled training conditions and most of all for a safe environment for all the fire fighters involved.


We kind of looked in the future and what would be the benefits to having these things and we came up with this improved training methods through we would gain experience with live instruction.  We would have multi-department drills which would means all the departments would be able to train together because really that is where we were actually answering calls and a lot of the departments were getting calls and going to one major incident to work together, so we had to practice that way as well and of course to maximize the live saving potential and minimize property destruction as much as possible and most of all like I said before safety of the individuals such as the fire fighters.


What was happening in the past was a lot of the fire fighters were being hurt due to training methods.  The fire departments would take it upon themselves to train fire fighters to handle incidents and what the NFPA (National Fire Protection Association) was recognizing was a problem with controlled training and what happens to specifically with two deaths outside of the Rochester area that really woke them up to say we need to set some guidelines.  They came up with 1403 which is this document here and this specifically outlines training evolutions of what you can do, what you can’t do and this was like very difficult for especially small volunteer departments to do the specific instructions and in the past a lot of the departments were acquiring houses, that means houses that were set to be destroyed or had demolition permits.  They would acquire structures and basically set fires inside the building and send fire fighters in.  Something that ended up being very dangerous so NFPA stated some rules that basically they could not do certain things, they could not just go in there and set houses on fire, there were strict guidelines they had to follow.  Fire departments found this too much of a burden for them so they started getting away from that and a lot of departments don’t even do live fire anymore.


The Committee started going out there and tried to gain support and find out what we could do and with all of that we ended up getting an additional $300,000 grant through NYS and these loans would be specifically used for an initial project development, some studies, architectural and engineering work as well as site preparation.



We gained information to see where we could go and what we were finding out was there wasn’t much support for just a burn facility.  It advised us that we would have to expand our training.  This was done mainly after 9/11 2001.  They were really looking down the road about what fire training was really all about.


Based on that advice and those guidelines we formed a Consortium in January of 2005.  Each agency has its own specific need for training.


Multiple sites were looked at throughout the town and one of the better sites that we have was Vley Road and Route 5 near the capped landfill.  It was a combination of the town and also NYS property.



We contacted a designer and architect shortly thereafter which was Saratoga Associates a local company out of Saratoga.  They were hired on behalf of the community.”



Don Minnery, Saratoga Associates – Mr. Minnery pointed out the project site on the display.



“The project site briefly made up of two sections, the first section is heavily wooded and the second section is fairly clear.



One of our key concerns as we were developing plans was the proximity of the aquifer.  This map comes from the town’s zoning map and (he pointed out the location of the well heads on the map).  Our site encroaches just a little bit in zone two but that encroachment was very important as we laid the project out.  This is the master plan there are really three components to the Homeland Security Facility.  The first component is the fire training facility, the second component is safety central and the third component is the emergency vehicle operator’s course.


The committee has decided to break this project into two phases basically because of the need and funding sources.  The first phase consists of the fire training facility and the second phase is safety central.


We will be leaving a good amount of trees for screening (indicated where on the map).  (most of the presentation was pointing out the proposed facilities on the site plan).”
Town Council Reports:

Supervisor Mosher – “Item No. 7 is a public hearing to consider the proposed amendments to the Town’s Vehicle & Traffic Law No. 1 of 1981.”



Supervisor Mosher opened the public hearing at 8:35 pm.  


Neil Turner, Amsterdam Road – “I would just like to rehash the Town of Glenville’s reinforcement last year.


If I understand it the town sort of quickly and unexpectedly enforced the “No Parking” around the holidays last year and issued fifty dollar tickets.  What happened then is they enraged everybody down and around the outskirts of Scotia and as a result of that the Town decided to reduce those fines to ten dollars.  Am I correct so far?’


Attorney Mastro – “No, the law was actually on the books for nearly two years before it was enforced and there were publications in the newspaper for probably six to nine months before the enforcement process started and before the police issued actual parking tickets they issued warning tickets advising people that the law was going to be enforced on all the streets.  The law was on the books for two years before it was enforced, there were warnings in the newspaper and there were curiosity warning tickets placed on vehicles before they got the first ticket.”



Mr. Turner – “That’s not really the just that I was getting to but maybe it was promulgated more than I thought.  The fact is there were a lot of surprised people down there when they got tickets.



I think it’s also true that the town because there was such an outcry did reduce the fine to ten dollars.  Is that correct?”



Mr. Mastro – “Each of the tickets was plea-bargained on an individual basis by the officer who wrote the ticket or the district attorney’s office at the time.”


Mr. Turner – “My understanding is that when the court appearance happened there that the other assistant town council, no one could make that meeting so the police officers appeared for each person that appeared to form the complaint.  Is that true?”


Mr. Mastro – “The Town Board determined that to enforce a fifty dollar parking ticket it didn’t make sense to have a prosecutor appear in court for each ticket so as is done in many jurisdictions the police officer prosecuted the parking ticket.”



Mr. Turner – “Yes, that is the point that I was getting to and my understanding that almost the entire police force had to appear in court so to collect a ten dollar fine from each of these people it probably cost us about one hundred dollars in police time and over time.”



Supervisor Mosher – “I would like to ask what bearing that has on this new legislation.”



Mr. Turner – “I am trying to figure out what…if this is going to be a profitable enterprise if you start to enforce this and it cost us one hundred dollars each time we fine somebody.”



Councilman Quinn – “I think the primary rational for this is first of all public safety and secondly once again allowing people to clear our streets effectively.  I don’t look upon it as a revenue generator and by setting the fines at a more reasonable level my hope is that it won’t require a whole lot of adjudication like it did last time.”


Dave Gallup, Beukendaal Fire Department – “If any of you have traveled down Pine Street after a heavy snow storm, I totally agree with this law.  This law has been on the books as stated for over two years.  I think the town is doing the right thing.  As one that has to drive a full size fire truck and try and maneuver these roads I don’t know how our town equipment gets down these roads and having first had seen a plow truck a few years ago that hit a vehicle on Bruce Drive and push it up a tree because it was parked on the roadway I think this is well needed, well past needed.  There are too many cars parked on the roads out there now.  We have to maneuver around them with fire trucks and emergency vehicles and kudos to the town for going ahead with this.”
No one else wished to speak; Supervisor Mosher closed the public hearing at 7:54 pm.



Supervisor Mosher – “Item No. 8 is a public hearing to consider the proposed amendments of the Town’s Local Law #4 of the year 1985, Consolidated Fee Schedule.”



Supervisor Mosher opened the public hearing at 8:44 pm.



Kevin Corcoran – “We are looking at two fees here that we are considering amending, both have to do with the development of land, one is a sub-division recreation fee which is assessed for every new parcel that’s created, right now that fee is $750 per new lot.  There is a companion fee to it and that is for multi-family units under the site plan review process that is a $250 per unit fee.  Now the purpose of collecting these fees is that with new residential development comes greater demand for parks and recreational needs more residents space translates to more demand for these facilities.


So the fees that we collect are used to improve the existing parks primarily and occasionally we purchase new land for parks or playgrounds.



Sub-division fee was adopted back in 1990, the site-plan fee in 1993 and the fees haven’t been amended since then so this past spring we surveyed other communities in the Capital District to see where we were in terms in the ranking of fees and we learned that our fees are on the low end particularly when we compare ourselves to other similarly size municipalities, Bethlehem, Clifton Park, Guilderland, Niskayuna for instance.


This proposal would raise the subdivision from $750 to $1,000 per new lot and the site-plan fee for multi-family $250 to $400 for each unit.”

Supervisor Mosher – “Item No. 9 is a public hearing to consider the proposed extension to Water District No. 11, along Rector Road.”



Supervisor Mosher opened the public hearing at 8:48 pm.



Roy DeLarm, Rector Road – “I have been a resident of Rector Road since 1973 and I am one of the residents up there who has suffered with inadequate water for over twenty years and would just like to urge you to vote in favor of resolutions 22 & 23 this evening to bring us water.”



Chris Stetcher, 827 Rector Road – “I want to thank the Supervisor and Board members and how far along this proposal to bring water to Rector Road has come and just encourage that it continue that the resolutions be passed.”



Mike Caisse, Rector Road – “I want to thank you for all of the hard work you have already done and hope you approve these resolutions tonight.”



Ron Hutchins, 728 Church Road (Water & Sewer Department employee) – “I would just like to remind people that these people run out of water every summer.



We went down Barhydt Road and Wagner Road this spring and summer it was a great project.  We put a twelve inch water main down Barhydt Road to continue up Rector Road for a transmission main to feed from Church Road in case of our water mains ever breaking.  This is not only for the people on Rector Road it is a great transmission main for the back side of Route 5 and whatever else happens to Route 5.  So I ask that you support this as well.”

WHEREAS said estimate of the improvements is $1,250,000.00, of which the sum of $165,000.00 shall be borne by the properties within Extension 33 and the sum of $1,085,000.00 shall be borne by the entire Water District No. 11 and all extensions; and



WHEREAS a public hearing was held on November 16, 2005 at the Glenville Municipal Center at which time all persons interested in the proposed improvements were heard; and



WHEREAS the proposed extension to Water District No. 11 is a Type II action under the New York State Environmental Quality Review Law,


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of Glenville hereby finds and determines that it is in the public interest to provide for the extension of water mains to Rector Road, to be known as Extension 33 and for the improvements to the facilities of Water District No. 11 and its extensions, as described in the preambles hereof, at an estimated cost of $1,250,000.00 and the same is hereby approved and authorized; and

1. All of the property and property owners within the proposed extension to the Water District are benefited thereby.
