Supervisor Koetzle called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM; 



Supervisor Koetzle asked the Town Clerk, Linda C. Neals, to call the roll.

Town Council Reports:



Councilman Ramotar – “I would like to recognize the BH/BL Varsity Baseball Team, you did an awesome job and to the coaches who did a great job as well and for representing the community.


We are also hosting the 10 yr. old championship games starting tomorrow night at 6:00 pm at Indian Meadows.



We are working on developments at Indian Meadows Park for girl’s softball as well.



Glenville Rotary is sponsoring a 5k Trail Project.”



Councilman Boulant – “Last week we had an Oktoberfest meeting and the sponsorships are coming along quite well.  Hopefully weather will be good and I know it’s going to be a memorable event.  It will be held on Saturday, October 1st this year.”



Supervisor Koetzle – “Item number 5 on the agenda is a public hearing to consider a proposed local law to amend the code of the town of Glenville, Chapter 238, “Street Standards”.



Supervisor Koetzle opened the public hearing at 7:35 pm; no one wished to speak, Supervisor Koetzle closed the public hearing at 7:36 pm.


Proclamations were presented to the athletes and coaches of the BH/BL Baseball Team for winning 2010-2011 NYS Class A Baseball Championship on Sunday, June 12th.



The following people exercised the privilege of the floor:



Fred Ross, W. Side Drive, Town of Ballston – Mr. Ross stated that he started complaining about the Glenridge Road overpasses back in 1969.  He is very pleased to see that project finally being implemented.  He said that he was traveling back and forth on Glenridge Road everyday to work.  Mr. Ross asked the Board to bring him up to date on the project.”


Supervisor Koetzle – “It is moving forward, there will be a round-a-bout at the intersection of Glenridge Road and Maple Avenue.  The bridges will be widened going up Rte 146 so two-way traffic can go through the overpasses at the same time.  They will not be raising the bridges just widen them.  They anticipate being done sometime in the fall of 2012.”


Mr. Ross stated that the makeup of the Board had sure changed since 1969.  I am going to submit all of the correspondence to the Town Clerk from 1969 that I have that pertains to this roadway.



No one else wished to speak; Supervisor Koetzle closed the privilege of the floor.

Supervisor’s Comments:



Supervisor Koetzle shared the following information with the Board:



I would just like to focus my comments on the budget because that’s what’s been dominating all of our time lately.  Just to recap what we talked about last week;


We all know that the tax cap is now in place.  Without the significant mandate relief we were hoping for out of the State Legislature, it puts us along with other towns, I believe, in a difficult spot.  Going forward we will only be able to grow up to 2% of our base for the CPI (Consumer Price Index) which ever is less.  Again this year we believe will be 1.6 or maybe 1.7 will actually be the cap.  That represents about a $75,000 opportunity in new revenue through property taxes.  We all know that property tax is the greatest opportunity for municipalities to fund their budgets when your sales tax is flat, which ours is, being in Schenectady County and mortgage tax is falling.  If we keep that number in our head, that $75,000 allowed to us to grow into new revenue we now would then have to put that against what we believe our new costs are going to be in 2012.  We believe with some assumptions, that we will have about $460,000 in new costs.  So as you can see right off the bat there is about $400,000 gap that we are going to have to close.  We believe of the $460,000 our payroll increases that we made contractual agreements with prior to the cap being put into place, will cost us about $180,000. Our health insurance increase will cost about $150,000 if the same trend is held for the past ten (10) years on health insurance increases.  Our pension cost increase will be about $130,000, we believe.


As you can see this cap is problematic because it doesn’t allow us to grow even by one of those lines, not by salary increase, not by health insurance and not by pension increase so compound that with decrease in revenue, sales tax is flat, mortgage tax is down we believe we will be down $20,000 this year if the current trend continues.  Our licensing fees are down because we never came to agreement with Time Warner where we put that extra $20,000 so we are down there as well as a few other lines.  We believe we will not hit our projected revenue for 2011 just due to the general economy.


So then we look at the fun balance because that is the next component of this whole budget process and in 2010 we ended with about 3.1 million dollars in fund balance.  We budgeted 1.2 million in 2011 and we took that down by $200,000 over previous years.  We made the decision to try to back off the fund balance little by little because this town has been too dependent on large fund balances.  We think we will have about 2.3 million by the end of 2011; last year ended at 3.1 million, this year we think we are going to have 2.3 million; about $900,000 of that needs to be liquid and cash to cover our operations through out the year.  If our projections are right and our assumptions are right, I understand these things are fluid, you should have about 1.4 million to use as fund balance.  That would again remember we used 1.2 last year that would really be the entire fund balance.  So backing off the fund balance is becoming more and more accelerated because of the economy and because where we are with revenue the fund balance isn’t being replenished at the levels that it has been in the past.


I fundamentally believe we need to change the way we deal with Town finances in 2012.  I have put my budget memo out to department heads this past week and I asked them all to be prepared to talk about a general 10% reduction in their operating budget, were they get that is up to them.  I did however spell out that we have some tools that would be under consideration; one of them will be how do we deal with health insurance again, with a tax cap it just cannot continue the way it has.  That would break the cap every year if we don’t somehow change the way we finance health insurance.
Last year I said layoffs were off the table, this year layoffs are clearly on the table, there is no way to deal with this without talking about that.  I understand it is going to impact services; that’s unfortunately a reality of what the State gave us to work with.  We have to analyze our services and look at what the core services are and cut those perhaps.


Obviously we have been looking at inter-municipal agreements, consolidation and shared services.  We have been talking to the Village, we have been talking to the County, UCC continues in discussion, none of that is going to help 2012 at all.  If we get something in place for 2013 we might be lucky but even then those savings would be a little bit sketchy as far as how it is going to help us get under the cap.


I understand what the push back might be from some of the department heads and I don’t disagree with them.  We run a lean town, there’s not a lot of fat, in fact there is very little to go and try to find these savings.  We have not invested as a town the way we should have in the past years, no question about it, we didn’t pave when we should have paved, we didn’t buy trucks when we should have bought trucks, we didn’t invest where we needed to invest.  That wasn’t the doing of this Board but it is going to be, unfortunately, the job of this Board to manage us out of this.  We are going to manage it like professionals who manage a business to make sure it works.


I do believe there is going to be some short term pain, there is no way to avoid it but I fundamentally believe that the long term prospects of this Town are very, very good.  Once we get through these rough years, trying to manage under the tax cap.  It is the perfect storm, we have got no investments in capital improvements for years, we have got an over dependence of fund balance for years, we have got decreased revenue, a bad economy and now we have a tax cap that comes into play and helps us try to manage all of this stuff so it’s a perfect storm but long term I believe our prospects are good.  We have got development going on in the Town that is going to come and help us deal with some of these issues in the future.  We have got long term contract savings we achieved in negotiations with the unions but fundamentally we cannot rely on the fund balance anymore, it just isn’t going to be there.  One of the things we talked about too, we are going back to our friends, employees are our partners there is no question about it.  We are going to ask the employees perhaps there is an opportunity to reopen the contracts, maybe we could save jobs, I don’t know.


August 3rd is when the department heads will submit their budgets to us and that is whenwe are going to start looking this stuff strong and I want you guys to have a say in the frame work that George, Jamie, Mike and I have been working on.”


Councilman Boulant – “Being in the private sector, living in the private sector my business and friends of mine who have businesses have had to do much more with a lot less and there is no reason that the public sector is not going to do the same thing.  If they cannot become real then we will have no choice but to make them real.  It is an unfortunate situation, these were cards that were dealt us, we had no doing in this but unfortunately we are left to resolve it.  We are going to have to do it as painless as possible but it is going to be painful for everybody.”


Supervisor Koetzle – “I received a call from Pat Popolizio that there will be a September 11th Memorial held at the Lighthouse Restaurant, Freemans Bridge Road at 9:00 am.



Councilman Ramotar and Councilman Boulant are working on a flag program through businesses here in the Town for that day, more information will follow.



Time Warner has responded to the Attorney General’s letter, there is a meeting forthcoming but the date is not scheduled yet.”

WHEREAS, following the public hearing, the Town Board considered any issues raised by the public and copies of the amended Local Law have been delivered to all Town Board members and are available for public inspection;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Glenville does hereby establish a Local Law to amend the Code of the Town of Glenville to adopt Local Law #2 of 2011, amending Chapter 238, entitled “Street Standards”, as set forth below:

Section 238-1 of the Town Code of the Town of Glenville is hereby amended to add:

Definitions

SECTION 180 TOWN HIGHWAY CONTINUATION OR EXTENSION
An extension or continuation, not to exceed one-half mile, of a town highway currently in use and less than three rods wide.

Section 3.
A new Section 238-22 is added to the Town Code of the Town of Glenville to read as follows:

I. Requirements for dedication of continuations or extensions.

A. The requirements of Chapter 238 pertaining to dedication of new streets and §§ 242-29 and 242-30 notwithstanding, a Section 180 Town Highway Continuation or Extension should, where practical, conform to the following standards:

1. The minimum right-of-way width should be 48 feet or the maximum width of the highway to be extended or continued, whichever is less, deeded to the Town of Glenville, measured from lot line to lot line, and incorporating a typical roadway section of 20 feet of graded roadway for vehicular traffic and three-foot wide shoulder widths on each side of the travelled portion of the roadway. A lesser right-of-way or pavement width can be approved by the Town Board upon proof of facts and circumstances warranting same, upon the recommendation of the Town Superintendent of Highways and the Town Planning and Zoning Commission.

2. Grades of such highways shall conform to the general terrain and shall be no less than ½ of 1%, nor more than 10%, except in cases of unusual terrain or other features where the Planning and Zoning Commission has granted a waiver, upon the recommendation of the Superintendent of Highways.

3. All such highways shall have adequate drainage, including necessary inlet an outlet ditches. Reinforced concrete pipe, corrugated aluminum pipe (sixteen gauge minimum), ADS N-12 HDPE (high-density polyethylene pipe) or PVC (SDR 26 or 35) shall be used for all culverts and surface drains. All drainage problems must either conform to or be corrected to the specifications of the Superintendent of Highways. Drainage easements may be required by the Town of Glenville where necessary.

4. The roadway of such highways shall be filled to a minimum depth of 12 inches with crusher run #2 or #3. The material shall be placed in accordance with the requirements of Section 304-3.02 of the NYSDOT Standard Specifications of May 1, 2008, or any subsequent amendment thereto. All work must be approved by the Superintendent of Highways or his designee. A filter fabric, same or equal to AMOCO PROPEX 2002 shall be placed upon the completed sub-grade for a width of 20 feet.

5. After the top layer of the gravel sub-base has been shaped, compacted and cleaned of all loose material and debris, it shall be reviewed for approval by the Superintendent of Highways. Following his approval, the roadway shall be reviewed for dedication by the Town Attorney and the Town Board.
6. In all other respects, the standards set forth in Chapter 238 and, sections 242-29 and 242-30 of this Code should be applied to a Section 180 Town Highway Continuation or Extension wherever reasonable and practical in the judgment of the Town Superintendant of Highways, after consultation with the Planning and Zoning Commission.
Section 4.
Effective Date.



This Local Law shall take effect immediately.
