Frank Quinn, Ridge Road – Mr. Quinn talked about the Unified Communication Center.  He stated that he argued when he was on the Town Board that this was a county wide program and that it should be put in the county wide taxes and to stop screwing around with the local towns and the city and everybody else.  He also told the board that the county would be much more conscious about bills and expenses when they pay the piper instead of being able to bill us at any price they see fit.  He asked the Board to push this item for the good of all of us in the Town.  He feels the County Legislature will be more sensitive to costs when they are paying the bill instead of having an open billing account with us.

WHEREAS, the Town of Glenville, the Town of Clifton Park and the Niskayuna School District agreed at the inception of the project that based on the projected cost to each municipality that 70% of the SSMSI grant funds would go to the Town of Glenville and that 30% would be paid to the Town of Clifton Park (on behalf of both the Town of Clifton Park and the Niskayuna Central School District) upon proof of substantial completion and expenditure of the required amount of local funds; and  



WHEREAS, the Town of Clifton Park has submitted its Engineer’s certification of substantial completion and documentation detailing its expenditure of the requisite amount of local funds; and 



WHEREAS, the Town of Clifton Park has requested payment of its share of the SSMSI grant funds ($173,880.00) by August 26, 2011 to facilitate its capital borrowing which is expected to close shortly thereafter,

ORDER

1. A petition to add an Extension to Sewer District No. 9 from an existing manhole in Maple Avenue to the premises on Governor Drive, formerly a portion of the premises known as 173 Maple Avenue has been filed with the Town Clerk on or about August 5, 2011.

2. The real property to be included in the extension is described by section, block and lot number as identified on the Schenectady County Real Property Tax Service Agency Tax Map as: 23.13-1-18.12.

3. The improvements proposed are the installation of a lateral connection to the main of approximately 200 feet for individual service connections along the route described in “1” as indicated above.

4. The amount proposed to be expended for the extension is approximately $6,000.00 to be borne entirely by the developer.

5. No portion of the cost this extension will be attributable to Sewer District No.9.

6. The estimated annual cost to the typical property is:

a. District debt service:
$154.85

b. O & M:


$351.09.

7. The map, plan and report describing this extension to Sewer District 9 regarding this potential extension is on file in the Town Clerk’s Office and may be inspected by members of the public.

8. The proposed financing method to be employed in the construction of this connection in this sewer district extension is private financing by the developer.

WHEREAS,
 the Town Board of the Town of Glenville (herein called the “Town Board” and “Town,” respectively), in the County of Schenectady, New York, has received a written petition, dated May 20, 2011, pursuant to section 191 of the Town Law, for the extension of Sewer District No.7 (herein called “District”) whose petition was signed by the owners of at least one-half (1/2) of the assessed valuation of all taxable real property situate in the proposed District and including the signatures of resident owners of at least one-half (1/2) of the assessed valuation of such taxable real property situate in the proposed District owned by resident owners, all as shown upon the latest completed assessment roll of said Town, and a map, plan and report  for the  extension of Sewer District No.7 of the Town of Glenville and the construction of a sewer system therein, consisting of sewer laterals including land or rights in land, connections, fill, services, appurtenances and related site work (herein called the “Sewer Improvement”) from existing sewer manhole near the rear lot line of 205 Parkland Avenue to 207 Parkland Avenue, a distance of approximately 35 feet was prepared and is now on file in the office of the Town Clerk of the Town for public inspection; and



WHEREAS, pursuant to the Order duly adopted on July 20, 2011, the Town Board has determined to proceed with the establishment of the proposed extension to the District and adopted an Order reciting a description of the boundaries of the extension of the District in a manner sufficient to identify the lands included therein as in a deed of conveyance, the improvements proposed, the maximum amount proposed to be expended for the construction of the Water Improvement in the District, the proposed method of financing to be employed, the fact that a map, plan and report describing the same are on file in the Town Clerk’s office for public inspection and specifying August 24, 2011, at 7:30 PM, as the time when, and the Glenville Municipal Center, 18 Glenridge Road, Glenville, New York, in the Town, as the place where, the Town Board would meet to consider the establishment of an extension of the District and to hear all person interested on the subject thereof concerning the same, and for such other action on the part of the Town Board in relation thereto, as may be required by Law ; and



WHEREAS, certified copies of such Order were duly published and posted pursuant to the provisions of the Town Law; and



WHEREAS, the Town Board has given due consideration to the impact that the proposed extension to the District may have on the environment and on the basis of such consideration, the Town Board has found that no substantial adverse environmental impact will be caused by the extension of the District; and



WHEREAS, the Town Board and the Town have complied in every respect with all applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations regarding environmental matters, including compliance with the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act, comprising article 8 of the Environmental Conservation Law and, in connection therewith, a duly processed Negative Declaration and/or other applicable documentation has been filed in the office of the Town Clerk; and



WHEREAS, a Public Hearing in the matter was duly held by the Town Board on said August 24, 2011, commencing at or about 7:30 PM, at the Glenville Municipal Center, 18 Glenridge Road, Glenville, New York, at which all interested persons desiring to be heard were heard, including those in favor of, and those opposed to, the proposed extension to the District.



NOW, THEREFORE, upon the evidence adduced at such public hearing be it  

RESOLVED AND ORDERED by the Town Board of the Town of Glenville, in the County of Schenectady, New York as follows: 

Section 1. It is hereby determined that:

(a) The Notice of Public Hearing was published and posted as required by Law, and is otherwise sufficient;

(b) All the property and property owners benefited included within the proposed extension to the District hereinabove referred to in the recitals hereof are benefited thereby;

(c) All the property and property owners benefited are included within the limits of the proposed extension to the District; and

(d) It is in the public interest to establish the extension to the District.

Section 2. The establishment of the proposed extension to the District is hereby approved, as hereinafter described, and said District shall be designated and known as Extension No. 10 to Sewer District 7 in the Town and shall include the property commonly known as 207 Parkland Avenue.

Section 3. The Sewer Improvement is hereby authorized to be constructed in the District and the amount proposed to be expended therefor, including the expenses incurred in connection with the establishment of the extension to the District, is to be fully borne by the developer; the plan of financing is to be fully and completely borne by the developer, at no cost to the Town or other users in the District.

Section 4. The permission of the State Comptroller is not required with respect to the extension of the District because the cost of the extension to the typical property is not above the Average Estimated Cost to the Typical Properties for the establishment of similar types of districts as computed by the State Comptroller.

Section 5. The Town Clerk of the Town is hereby authorized and directed within ten days after the adoption of this Resolution and Order, to file certified copies thereof, in duplicate, in the office of the State Department of Audit and Control in Albany, New York, record same in the office of the Clerk of the County in which the Town is located.

Section 6. This Resolution and Order shall take effect immediately.

WHEREAS, the Town Engineer Technician has reviewed the “as-built” drawings of the sewer lateral connection, sewer line extension and manhole constructed for said sewer district extension; and



WHEREAS, the Town Senior Sewer Maintenance Worker has inspected the sewer line extension and manhole and has reported to the Commissioner of Public Works that they have been constructed as described in the map, plan and report and the “as-built” drawings to Town standards; and 



WHEREAS, the Village of Scotia has confirmed that said extension is now connected to the Village Sewer; and



WHEREAS, the Map, Plan and Report of Joel M. Bianchi, P.E. for Proposed Extension 9 to Sewer District 7 anticipated that the “portions of the sewer mains within the Town right of way or easements conveyed to the Town shall be offered to the Town of Glenville for ownership at no cost to the Town”; and



WHEREAS, the Town has advised Mr. Bianchi that the Town will only accept those sewer improvements (specifically, Sewer Manhole 10 and 85 linear feet of 8” sewer main connecting that manhole to and including new Sewer Manhole 9) constructed within the Town right of way and not any improvements constructed on private property or connecting from private property to SMH 10; and


WHEREAS, the Commissioner of Public Works recommends that the Town Board accept only those sewer improvements as outlined in the paragraph above,
