Supervisor Koetzle – “Item number 5 on the agenda is a public hearing to consider a petition to establish an extension to Sewer District No. 9 located at 173 Maple Avenue to be known as Extension 10 to Sewer District No. 9”.

Supervisor Koetzle shared the following information.



He thanked the employees for the great job they all did during the hurricane.



He met with FEMA today to talk about what can be done to help our residents.  They are going door-to-door to help the residents.  All of this information is on our website at www.townofglenville.org 


There was a rumor going around on Face Book about a “water advisory” in the Town.  At no time was our water ever, ever compromised.  The storm never impacted our water supply.  If we felt that there was a threat to our water supply we would put out a notice immediately.



We have spent a lot of time on the 2012 budget.  I will have my budget ready by September 30th.  We are about $450,000 off from the 2%.”

WHEREAS, the Glenville Police Benevolent Association and the Town of Glenville have negotiated a collective bargaining agreement for a term of three years, commencing January 1, 2010 and running through December 31, 2012; and



WHEREAS, the Agreement provides for a wage increase of 1.5%, effective July 1, 2011; and



WHEREAS, in accordance with prior law and proper rank differential, the Town Board has historically granted the Chief of Police a wage increase equal to the increase received by those officers in the rank of Lieutenant; and



WHEREAS, the Town Board wishes to recognize the significant contributions of the Chief of Police to public safety in the Town, his leadership of the Glenville Police Department and the established policy of granting wage increases to the Chief commensurate to those received by his subordinates;



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Glenville hereby grants the Chief of Police a 1.5% wage adjustment, retroactive to July 1, 2011, increasing his annual salary in the total dollar amount of $1,293.00.

WHEREAS, the Town’s Electricity Sales Agreement will expire on or about September 30, 2011; and


WHEREAS,
the Town of Glenville’s energy consultant has solicited competitive bids for the Town’s electricity needs for one and two year terms, said bids having been returnable on August 26, 2011 and “refreshed” on August 30 and August 31, 2011; and



WHEREAS, the Town currently pays $.09995 per kilowatt-hour (kWh) and the low bid submitted on August 31, 2011 by Constellation Energy was for a two-year fixed rate of $.0646 per kilowatt-hour (kWh); and



WHEREAS, due to the fluid and sometimes volatile nature of the electricity market, the Town Board previously, by a Resolution duly adopted at the August 24, 2011 Town Board meeting, authorized the Supervisor to accept the low bid submitted in response to the bid solicitation; and 



WHEREAS, the Town Supervisor accepted the low bid of Constellation Energy and signed a two-year agreement with Constellation Energy for the provision of electricity to the Town at the above quoted fixed price, 



NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of Glenville hereby ratifies the Supervisor’s acceptance of the bid received on August 31, 2011 for Town electricity and ratifies his signing of a two-year agreement with Constellation Energy for electricity at the fixed rate of $.0646 per kilowatt-hour (kWh).

WHEREAS,
 the Town Board of the Town of Glenville (herein called the “Town Board” and “Town,” respectively), in the County of Schenectady, New York, has received a written petition, dated August 5, 2011, pursuant to section 191 of the Town Law, for the extension of Sewer District No.9 (herein called “District”) whose petition was signed by the owners of at least one-half (1/2) of the assessed valuation of all taxable real property situate in the proposed District and including the signatures of resident owners of at least one-half (1/2) of the assessed valuation of such taxable real property situate in the proposed District owned by resident owners, all as shown upon the latest completed assessment roll of said Town, and a map, plan and report  for the  extension of Sewer District No.9 of the Town of Glenville and the construction of a sewer system therein, consisting of sewer laterals including land or rights in land, connections, fill, services, appurtenances and related site work (herein called the “Sewer Improvement”) from existing sewer manhole in Maple Avenue to the premises on Governor Drive, formerly a portion of 173 Maple Avenue, a distance of approximately 200 feet was prepared and is now on file in the office of the Town Clerk of the Town for public inspection; and



WHEREAS, pursuant to the Order duly adopted on August 24, 2011, the Town Board has determined to proceed with the establishment of the proposed extension to the District and adopted an Order reciting a description of the boundaries of the extension of the District in a manner sufficient to identify the lands included therein as in a deed of conveyance, the improvements proposed, the maximum amount proposed to be expended for the construction of the Sewer Improvement in the District, the proposed method of financing to be employed, the fact that a map, plan and report describing the same are on file in the Town Clerk’s office for public inspection and specifying September 7, 2011, at 7:30 PM, as the time when, and the Glenville Municipal Center, 18 Glenridge Road, Glenville, New York, in the Town, as the place where, the Town Board would meet to consider the establishment of an extension of the District and to hear all person interested on the subject thereof concerning the same, and for such other action on the part of the Town Board in relation thereto, as may be required by Law ; and



WHEREAS, certified copies of such Order was duly published and posted pursuant to the provisions of the Town Law; and



WHEREAS, the Town Board has given due consideration to the impact that the proposed extension to the District may have on the environment and on the basis of such consideration, the Town Board has found that no substantial adverse environmental impact will be caused by the extension of the District; and



WHEREAS, the Town Board and the Town have complied in every respect with all applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations regarding environmental matters, including compliance with the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act, comprising article 8 of the Environmental Conservation Law and, in connection therewith, a duly processed Negative Declaration and/or other applicable documentation has been filed in the office of the Town Clerk; and



WHEREAS, a Public Hearing in the matter was duly held by the Town Board on said September 7, 2011, commencing at or about 7:30 PM, at the Glenville Municipal Center, 18 Glenridge Road, Glenville, New York, at which all interested persons desiring to be heard were heard, including those in favor of, and those opposed to, the proposed extension to the District.



NOW, THEREFORE, upon the evidence adduced at such public hearing be it  

RESOLVED AND ORDERED by the Town Board of the Town of Glenville, in the County of Schenectady, New York as follows: 

Section 1. It is hereby determined that:

(a) The Notice of Public Hearing was published and posted as required by Law, and is otherwise sufficient;

(b) All the property and property owners benefited included within the proposed extension to the District hereinabove referred to in the recitals hereof are benefited thereby;

(c) All the property and property owners benefited are included within the limits of the proposed extension to the District; and

(d) It is in the public interest to establish the extension to the District.

Section 2. The establishment of the proposed extension to the District is hereby approved, as hereinafter described, and said District shall be designated and known as Extension No. 10 to Sewer District 9 in the Town and shall include the property commonly known as Governor Drive, formerly a portion of 173 Maple Avenue.

Section 3. The Sewer Improvement is hereby authorized to be constructed in the District and the amount proposed to be expended therefor, including the expenses incurred in connection with the establishment of the extension to the District, is to be fully borne by the developer; the plan of financing is to be fully and completely borne by the developer, at no cost to the Town or other users in the District.

Section 4. The permission of the State Comptroller is not required with respect to the extension of the District because the cost of the extension to the typical property is not above the Average Estimated Cost to the Typical Properties for the establishment of similar types of districts as computed by the State Comptroller.

Section 5. The Town Clerk of the Town is hereby authorized and directed within ten days after the adoption of this Resolution and Order, to file certified copies thereof, in duplicate, in the office of the State Department of Audit and Control in Albany, New York, record same in the office of he Clerk of the County in which the Town is located.

Section 6. This Resolution and Order shall take effect immediately.

WHEREAS,
MFB GLENVILLE 202, LLC f/k/a RD ACQUISITION #5 LLC is the owner of certain real property identified by Tax Map Identifier 22.11-4-14; and



WHEREAS, the Town of Glenville, by a deed dated December 1968 and filed in the Schenectady County Clerk’s office at Book 911 of Deeds at Page 216, was granted an easement over a portion of the above-referenced real property for the purposes of a turnaround at the northerly end of Harding Boulevard; and
