Town Council Reports:



Councilwoman Wierzbowski – “I am very pleased to announce that we will be having our bulk item pick-up program this year.  The date will be the week of May 7th – 11th.  This will be on our website at www.townofglenville.org with a list of acceptable and non-acceptable items.  This will also be published in the Daily Gazette.  I am glad we were able to come to an agreement with County Waste.  This is a program that is very important to our residents.”



Councilman Pytlovany – “On Saturday, April 28, from 10:00 am to 2:00 pm we will be having the prescription drop off at the Glenville Police Department.  This is the third time we have sponsored this with great results the first two times.


Also yesterday I attended the DARE Advisory Board meeting and we are having a DARE Bowling Day this Sunday for DARE students and their families at the Burnt Hills Lanes from 1:00 pm to 4:00 pm.  The cost is $5.00 for each kid with shoes, pizza and soda.”

Supervisor Koetzle opened the public hearing at 7:35 pm; no one wished to speak, Supervisor closed the public hearing at 7:36 pm.



No one exercised the privilege of the floor.



Supervisor Koetzle shared the following information:


Councilman Pytlovany and I attended Glenville Rotary’s 25th Anniversary celebration last week.


The referendum to abolish the elected position of receiver of taxes was held last week.  It was an overwhelming support of a yes vote to eliminate the position with a 3 to 1 margin.



I met with some vendors the other day; I talked about this before, where we are really trying to beautify the Town Center, about new lighting in this area.  We are working on a project where we can get some grant money for that but where we can also work on              financing so that the energy savings that we get, out of going to the energy efficient lighting will then finance the cost of the equipment.  There is no money out of pocket from the Town or the people in the lighting district.  We are also looking at beautifying the lamps with the look that you see in front of CVS and Key Bank which are antique looking lamps.  We are moving forward on that project throughout all of the Town Center and we are hopeful that we will have something for the Board to consider over the next couple of weeks or so.


This morning we met with the newly hired marketing consultant to start the process.  He met with a few people here at Town Hall, staff and committee members to try and get an idea on where we want to go with the economic outreach.


We have the developers dinner tomorrow night.  Councilman Boulant has done a lot of work on that, in fact he is working on that right now.  There will be over one hundred (100) people attending this event.



I was invited to an assembly this Friday at Glendaal School to present the award from the League of Women Voters for the most participants in the “Take Your Child to Vote” program.


On Saturday, April 28th, from 10:00 am to 1:00 pm, Alplaus will be saying good-bye to their post office.  There will be a celebration gathering at the post office.  The event will start at Samuel’s, refreshments will be served.



We received the bond refinance where we had our bond rating increased.  Our final true cost of the new refinance is 2.5%.  That will end up saving us $611,000 over sixteen (16) years, that’s a net present value of $512,000.  That in a 2013 budget will save us $37,000.  Now 87% of that is in the water fund and the rest of it is in the general fund.


The Chamber of Commerce is having a “Good News” lunch on April 26th at the Riverstone Manor.  We will be honoring one of our own, the “Flight Line Pub”.



I met with the members of the Woodlin Club, tonight, about what is happening there.  Apparently they are not opening this year, in fact they are closed.  That is bad news for us and bad news for the members.  They were talking to me about some ideas that they had about saving it.  There are some issues associated with the property, one is they owe back taxes for 2 years, so any sales are going to be complicated by that.  They have some ideas for the Town’s possible partnership, getting some other organizations involved, so maybe at the next work session we can talk about some of these things.


The 20th Annual Indian Kill Open House and Fishing Day will be held on Saturday, May 12 from 8:30 am to 12:00 pm.


The newsletter content is due by Friday, April 20th which will be published in May.



On May 11th New York State Tax and Finance will have a mobile office here in our parking lot where officials from the State will be on hand to provide mortgage counseling to residents.

WHEREAS, the firm of GTM Payroll Services of 7 Executive Park Drive, Clifton Park, New York has submitted a proposal to provide the Town’s payroll processing services at a rate of Four Thousand Five Hundred Ninety Five and no/100 ($4,595.00) for a term of three years; and



WHEREAS, the payroll processing service fees to be charged by GTM will be approximately 34% lower than the Town’s current cost; and



WHEREAS, the Town Board desires to continue to reduce the cost of Town government for the benefit of all Town residents and taxpayers, particularly where, as here, there will be no change in the services rendered; and



WHEREAS, the Town Board desires to enter into a contract with GTM Payroll Services;

WHEREAS, the Royal Bank of Canada (RBC) has committed a sum of $50 million dollars over ten years to the RBC Blue Water Project which focuses on “watershed protection” and access to clean drinking water”; and



WHEREAS, RBC Blue Water Project Leadership Grants of $25,000 to $500,000 are awarded to organization that are leaders in providing programs and RBC Community Action Grants of $1,000 to $5,000 are awarded to organizations for local watershed protection; and



WHEREAS, areas of the Town of Glenville are in aquifer protection zones that could benefit from the RBC Blue Water Project; and



WHEREAS, the Town of Glenville is acutely aware, as a result of last year’s hurricane and severe tropical storm, of the need to protect its well fields and water treatment facilities and has appointed a committee to make recommendations for same; and



WHEREAS, the Town appears to be eligible to apply for a RBC Community Action Grant and the Town Board desires to do so; and



WHEREAS, the only cost to the Town would be for the grant writer services, if, and only if, the Town is awarded a grant,


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Glenville hereby authorizes the Supervisor to apply for an RBC Community Action Grant and to enter into an agreement with the grant writer to reimburse him in an amount not to exceed 15% of the award in the event the Town is awarded a grant.
