Town Council Reports:



Councilman Ramotar – “Opening day for BH/BL Junior Baseball League will be this Saturday, May 5th at 10:00 am.



Indian Meadows drainage system will function better this year thanks to Glenville’s Highway Department.  After about thirty (30) years of not really having any maintenance done to the drainage park, a couple of months of hard work have actually made the fields and playground a much drier place.



The 5K Run is being held, a partnership of the Eagle Scouts and Glenville Rotary have completed that and it will be used by Rotary for it’s second annual Muddy Sneakers Run that is going to be held on August 25th.



The NYS High School Frisbee Championship is coming back to Maalywck Park; they loved it so much last year that it will be held on Memorial Day week end.



After solicitation for openings on Town committees I am looking forward to sponsoring two (2) resolutions at our next Town Board meeting on May 16th, to appoint a second alternate member to the Zoning Board of Appeals and three (3) new members to the Efficiency in Government Committee.

We gave away a lot of DARE gifts and the admission included pizza and soda for all of those involved.  We had a surprise visit from NYS Police motorcycle patrol.  The kids were entertained with about fifteen (15) motorcycles besides the activities we had planned for the day.



This past Saturday, April 28th, we held our 3rd prescription drop off event here at the Police Department.  We had a good number of people dropping off their outdated prescription drugs.”

Supervisor’s Comments:



Supervisor Koetzle shared the following information:



The Town sponsored event “Let’s Talk” a business developer’s showcase was a success.  There were one hundred and twenty people (120) in attendance at the Waters Edge Lighthouse, to hear about the Towns economic development efforts and to get information on thirty-three (33) of our vacant properties that have development potential in the Town.  We were pleased that Bill Socha announced his plan at that event for a nine million dollar project on Rt. 50 which you can see if you go to his website or I believe we are going to link it to our website so you can see his plans and also announced that evening was Pat Popolizio’s plans for a potential hotel development.  It was a very good night and I want to thank Councilman Boulant for his leadership on that meeting and for building 36 easels.  I also want to thank the Town’s Small Business and Economic Development Committee, lead by Jim Martin and Jim Valachovic here tonight.  I want to thank them for their work on the event, it’s been a very active committee, the Chamber of Commerce of Schenectady County, the Galesi Group for their sponsorship and all of the Town staff for their effort on making it a great evening.


Councilman Boulant, Councilman Ramotar, Tom Coppola, Jamie MacFarland and I all attended the Chamber of Commerce’s “Good News Award Recognition” luncheon last Thursday to support Glenville’s own Flight Line Pub as an honoree. We congratulate them for their success.


We have begun working on our transition with our new payroll service, which we get in June.  We are saving a little money on that process and expect excellent service from our new vendor GTM Payroll.  I want to thank George Phillips, our Comptroller, and Jeff Prescott for their leadership and upcoming effort to make this happen.  I know it is not easy to transition something as big as a payroll over but it’s worth it, we are saving money, we are getting good service, it is something that I think is good for the Town and I appreciate that effort.



The Alplaus Post Office was recognized for its many years of service and celebrated it’s closing with a gathering last Saturday at Samuel’s and the post office.



The Town’s Newsletter is complete and will be distributed to the residents in “Your Hometown” publication for the end of this week or the beginning of next week.



Just a reminder that during June, July and August the Town Board work sessions will continue to be held on the 2nd Wednesday of each month but the Town Board meetings will only be held on the 3rd Wednesday of each month.



Attorney Mike Cuevas attended a “round table”, on my behalf, for CEG (Center for Economic Growth) on proposals or ways to help lower health insurance costs for municipalities. WHEREAS,  a Petition and Notice to Review the Assessment for taxation for the tax year 2012 of the real estate owned by the Estate of Peter Polsinelli, commonly known as 2 Tryon Place, Glenville, New York (S/B/L # 30.1-1-36) was duly served upon the Assessor July 29, 2011; and


WHEREAS,
the Town, through its attorney and the Assessor are prepared to enter into an agreement and stipulation of compromise and settlement of their differences as follows:


That the proceedings for tax year 2012 in relation to the property be settled on the following terms and conditions:

1. This settlement is made in resolution of all past and present claims or proceedings with respect to the subject property’s real property tax assessment; 

2. Approval of this settlement and all required authorizations and enactments by the necessary parties shall be made in good faith and as expeditiously as possible;

3. Pursuant to Real Property Tax Law section 727, the proceeding for 2012 and later years shall be settled by establishing the assessment of the property at the revised full market value of $4,566,483.00 multiplied by the applicable equalization rate for that year. That the Comptroller is authorized to calculate the amount of any refund for 2012 Town, Highway and Special District taxes already paid and to pay same over to the property owner upon receipt of a fully executed stipulation.

4. All other provisions of the RPTL section 727, including RPTL 727 (2) shall apply to this settlement. That is, the property owner agrees not to bring another tax certiorari proceeding with respect to this property for the three years following the affected tax year unless the improvements on the property shall be destroyed, demolished or removed and the Assessor agrees to maintain the assessment based upon the revised full market value for those three years unless required by additions, alterations or capital improvements or in the event of a revaluation. 

5. In consideration hereof, the tax certiorari proceedings brought by the taxpayer shall be discontinued on the merits with prejudice and without costs to either party or against the other.

6. The parties agree that the Stipulation is entered into for good and valuable consideration, that it is the entire agreement of the parties, that it is made to resolve this litigation and shall not be offered in any other proceeding by any party as competent evidence of any fact, that the stipulation may be filed in the office of the Schenectady County Clerk and an Order may be entered, based upon the Stipulation by either party on notice to the other.



WHEREAS, it appears to be in the best interests of the Town to settle said matter as recommended by the Attorney for the Town and the Assessor without further attendant legal and appraisal costs; and

WHEREAS, the property is located in the Scotia - Glenville School District, and the District has no opposition to the proposed settlement;  



NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of Glenville hereby authorizes the Attorney for the Town to enter into an agreement with the Estate of Peter Polsinelli for the settlement of the tax certiorari proceeding brought relative to the property known as 2 Tryon Avenue under the terms outlined above, with the refund of taxes to be charged to budget line 01.00.
