Town Board

The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) recently re-evaluated flood hazards within the Town of Glenville, and throughout the nation.  FEMA’s efforts have resulted in revised 100-year and 500-year base flood elevations for the Town.  As a condition of continued participation in the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP), Glenville must adopt the new Flood Insurance Study and FIRM maps by amending our Flood Damage Prevention Local Law (Chapter 151 of the Town Code).  
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
