(Public Hearing Continued)

Mohawk Ambulance Service is seeking approval to renovate and occupy the vacant building at 176 Freemans Bridge Road (formerly the Envy Salon), for use as an ambulance dispatch facility.  The parcel is 1.7 acres in size and is zoned General Business. 

Mike McPartlon was present to address any questions the Commission may have.  He stated that the substation for Mohawk Ambulance would house four vehicles.  Additional trees and increased landscaping are planned in front of the building.  The building would include a kitchen, two restrooms, and a meeting room.
Chairman Carr noted that comments from Schenectady County have been received and they asked for decreased asphalt on the site and the applicant said he is willing to comply with that request.
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As the public hearing was continued from last month, Chairman Carr opened to meeting to the public.  With no one wishing to speak, the public hearing was closed.

In the matter of the final site plan review application by Mohawk Ambulance for a substation located at 176 Freemans Bridge Road, the Planning and Zoning Commission hereby conditionally approves the application.  The Commission’s decision is based upon the following findings:

1.
The proposed use does conform to other applicable provisions of the Zoning Ordinance, including, but not limited to, landscaping requirements, building design, off-street parking requirements, building setbacks, fence requirements, sign regulations, storm water management and erosion control requirements, etc.

2.
The proposed use does exhibit adequate and logical vehicular access and circulation, including intersections, road widths, curbing, and traffic controls.

4.
The proposed use does exhibit adequate and logical placement, arrangement, size, and design of buildings, lighting, and signs.

5.
The proposed use does provide for the adequate type and arrangement of trees, shrubs, and other landscaping elements, as they relate to visual and noise buffering of adjacent sites and the reduction of visual impacts from the street.

6.
The proposed use does demonstrate adequate provisions for the collection and/or disposal of storm water, sanitary waste, and garbage.

7.
The proposed use will allow for adequate on-site snow plowing and snow storage.

1. The applicant agrees to comply with the Schenectady County comments regarding reducing the amount of asphalt on the site and providing additional landscaping.

Recommendation to ZBA

The applicant wishes to add an animal clinic within the existing footprint, add a sign to the existing road sign and move the existing sign to the northernmost entrance.  A sign is also proposed for the building façade.
Matt Sames was present to address the Commission.  He explained a veterinarian has been added to his staff to provide animal clinic services four days per week.  He would like to increase his signage for this service.
Attorney Huff asked if there is an existing conditional use permit, and Building Inspector Paul Borisenko answered that there is currently a conditional use permit for this business, but that a veterinary clinic is a new use.
It was discussed that the veterinarian is NY State licensed, however she does not perform invasive procedures.  Pets requiring that kind of aid are moved on to other facilities such as animal hospitals.  The veterinarian pays for medical waste disposal services.  There is no animal incineration on site.
For the record, the arrival of Joe Tassone is noted.

In the matter of the conditional use permit application by Matt Sames of Pet Lodges of Vermont LLC to establish a veterinary clinic at 53 Freemans Bridge Road, the Planning and Zoning Commission recommends that the Zoning Board of Appeals conditionally approve the application.   

The Commission’s findings in support of our recommendation are as follows:

1. The establishment/operation of the conditional use will not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, or general welfare of the community.
