Site Plan Review

(Public Hearing) Final

The applicant is seeking Site Plan approval to establish a small volume polymer production and prototype research and development facility in the existing vacant building. Interior renovations are proposed as well as installation of an exterior air handling unit, scrubber and materials storage container. The site is located adjacent to the Spare Room Self-Storage facility and across the street from The Reserve apartments and Trustco Bank. The parcel is located within the Research/Development/Technology zoning district. 

Ted Lutz, Foresight Architects, represented the applicants.  He explained there were no revisions to this plan since the February meeting.  A letter from the local fire department was received and will be made part of these minutes.  The letter requests the installation of a Knox Box for key storage, and the applicant agrees to this.  The applicant also agrees to connect to municipal sewers.
M. Carr stated he has been in contact with the Department of Environmental Conservation and is satisfied with the Starfire operation.  The Commission has discussed this project at length, and have no objections at this time.
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M. Carr then opened the public hearing.  With no one wishing to speak, the public hearing was closed.

In the matter of the final site plan review application by Starfire Systems for the establishment of a small volume polymer production and prototype research and development facility, located at 

8 Sarnowski Drive, the Planning and Zoning Commission hereby conditionally approves the application.  The Commission’s decision is based upon the following findings:

1.
The proposed use does conform to other applicable provisions of the Zoning Ordinance, including, but not limited to, landscaping requirements, building design, off-street parking requirements, building setbacks, fence requirements, sign regulations, storm water management and erosion control requirements, etc.

2.
The proposed use does exhibit adequate and logical vehicular access and circulation, including intersections, road widths, curbing, and traffic controls.

3.
The proposed use does exhibit adequate and logical location, arrangement, and setting of off-street parking and loading areas.

4.
The proposed use does exhibit adequate and logical placement, arrangement, size, and design of buildings, lighting, and signs.

5.
The proposed use does provide for the adequate type and arrangement of trees, shrubs, and other landscaping elements, as they relate to visual and noise buffering of adjacent sites and the reduction of visual impacts from the street.

6.
The proposed use does demonstrate adequate provisions for the collection and/or disposal of storm water, sanitary waste, and garbage.

7.
The proposed use will allow for adequate on-site snow plowing and snow storage.

8.
The proposed use does protect adjacent properties against noise, glare, light pollution, odors, litter, unsightliness, or other objectionable features.

1.  The applicant will provide a Knox box for keys per the request of the local fire department.

Preliminary

The applicant is proposing to expand the width of the existing drive-through lane from 10 feet 10 inches to 13 feet.  This proposal also requires an area variance to intrude into the side yard buffer area.
The applicant was not present to address the Commission.
Paul Borisenko stated that the applicant is asking for a 2’2” variance because drivers are hitting the drive-through curbing.  There are several places where customers are scrubbing their tires and the customers are complaining to the owner.  The use intensity would not increase.  An area variance is necessary because the drive-through already does not meet required setbacks.  This modification is within the Town Center Overlay area.  

Chairman Carr noted that this will be saving customers’ car tires and the Commission does not envision a problem with this application. 

Attorney Peg Huff said for the record that the applicant or his representative should attend the Planning and Zoning Commission meeting on April 9th.
