The applicant is seeking Site Plan approval to construct a 1,537 sq. ft. addition on the Saratoga Road side of the existing daycare facility for 20 additional children in the school-age program. The property is located at the corner of Gleason Road and Saratoga Road and is zoned Professional/Residential.
Kurt Zarnofsky was present to address the Commission.
Chairman Carr opened the public hearing, a continuation from the December 10th, 2012 meeting.  With no one wishing to speak, the hearing was then closed.

M. Carr noted that the information requested regarding possible traffic impacts was provided by Town Traffic Engineer Tom Melander and concluded that this application does not provide a negative impact on the traffic flow or past vehicle accidents.
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Kevin Corcoran provided sound readings from the school and the surrounding area, and former PZC member Steve Marsh sent his research regarding the dissipation of sound; it was concluded that noise is not an issue with this application.

The applicant is seeking Site Plan approval to utilize the existing 16,800 square foot structure as an electronics repair office, storage and technical center. The property is located on the East side of Saratoga Road between Kile Drive and Hetcheltown Road.  The front half of the property is zoned General Business and the rear portion Suburban Residential. 
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Lisa Carey, owner of CATV Communications, Larry Sweet, and Aaron Frank, Frank Engineering, were present to address the Commission.  
Chairman Carr stated the concern the Commission had was the buffer between the storage boxes and the neighboring properties.  He then opened the public hearing.

With no one wishing to comment, the public hearing was then closed.

M. Carr said the Commission feels this is a good use for this property.

The applicant is seeking approval for revisions to the previously-approved map (6/14/2010) of the Tel Oil project on NYS Route 5.  The revised plans reflect the as-built survey, revision date Oct. 29, 2012.

M. Carr stated that although the finished plan is not consistent with what was approved, it is an improvement over what was originally approved in June, 2010.

M. Carr asked if there is an agreement for reciprocal access with the owners of the Dunkin’ Donuts property.  It is shown on the site plan.  Mr. Mehmood said the previous owner used it, but he does not.  His fuel trucks can enter his property from the front.  Attorney Huff said it is for Mr. Mehmood’s protection as well to obtain it, and she will investigate a reference on the map to get a copy of any existing easement.  M. Carr asked Mr. Mehmood to provide a simple drawing of the traffic flow through the property, as well.

N. Mehmood said the access was for customers coming from the coffee shop to the gas station.

Recommendation to the 



Town Board

This proposal involves several amendments to the sign regulations portion of the Town of Glenville Zoning Ordinance.  The amendments are meant to acknowledge the evolution of new sign materials and lighting methods; to add provisions for sign types that weren’t contemplated when the Ordinance was first adopted in 2001 (i.e. LED signs); and to correct conflicting provisions.

Building Inspector Paul Borisenko addressed the Commission.  He explained that a town-wide survey was taken which included residential and business property owners.  The survey results, plus the number of variance requests the Zoning Board of Appeals is seeing and granting, and changes in technology all indicated changes were needed.
P Borisenko stated one of the more visible changes will be LED message signs.  The number of signs and size of signs stay the same.  Monument signs are allowed with multiple names listed on the signs.  Sandwich board signs are allowed but are temporary and cannot be a third sign but used to advertise specials, sales, etc.  He may suggest that this particular language be added.
M. Carr stated that changes identify issues and correct them.
