4. TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT: 

Kevin O’Donnell asked the Board for approval of a letter of support for Lake Mansfield Grant Application. The grant proposal requests funding for assessment and planning to manage water run-off from Knob Hill to Lake Mansfield.

5. CITIZEN SPEAK TIME:  
Christine Ward presented information on the Great Barrington Trails and Greenways. 
She explained that GB Trails and Greenways is a collaborative that joins non-profit resource organizations, community organizations and historic organizations. She also said that they made great progress last year by making a GB Trails and Greenways map. It includes a section with places to go as well as upcoming events. The map is online and is printable. (www.gbtrails.org) 
This year some of the events include a library program going on now through the summer focused on water health. On May 29, there is the “Watershed Waltz” at the Ramsdell Library; in June there will be a Trail Symposium; and on Sept. 11, there will be a Great Barrington ‘walk-about’. She noted that in the summer, trail-head kiosks, which were donated, will be installed. They are finalizing the locations for the kiosks at this time. 

She also asked the Board to consider participating in some way at the June trail symposium.
