RDA – Great Barrington Parks and Recreation Department; filed by The Town of Great Barrington.  Proposed work is to replenish the sand (2-4 truckloads of beach sand) at the Lake Mansfield Beach Area.  The sand will be graded using a York rake.

RDA – 156 Castle Hill Avenue SMA; filed by Gary Happ.  Proposed work is to clear invasives, vines, fallen trees and debris.

NOI – Maple Ave., Map 30, Lot 45, DEP File #167-0343; filed by George Beebe, continued.  The proposed project will provide flood protection and bank stabilization along approximately 600 feet of the left bank of the Green River while providing excess compensatory flood storage.
